The Commission's order 
asserts that in the offer and sale of stock of Brenek and Co. during the period February 4, 1960, to date, 
Drenek and Co. and the three named individuals engaged in acts, practices and a course of busine ..."which 
operated as a fraud and deceit upon certain persons," in that they made false and misleading representations
and omitted material facts with respect to the business activities of Brenek and Co., its financial condition 
and operating losses, the aouree and class of its stock, dividend payments on the stock, the safety of and 
return on an investment in the stock, and the company's proposed membership in the New York Stock Exchange.
