JUDGE SIGNS ORDER TO SHOW CAUSE AGAINST ACCOUNTANT 

The New York Regional Office announced that on April 13 the Honorable Edward Wein
feld, Judge of th~ U.S. District Court for the Southern District of New York,
signed an Order to Show Cause against Gerald Greenspan, an accountant from Union 
City, New Jersey, why he should not be held in Criminal Contempt of Court for vio
lation of two Permanent Injunctions entered against him on November 10, 1960 and 
July 8, 1975 and an Order of Additional Equitable Relief entered against him on 
February 22, 1980. 

The Commission's moving papers charge that between December 1982 and April 1983 
Greenspan violated the injunctions by engaging in fraudulent "free-riding" activi
ties by purchasing over $45,000 worth of securities at five brokerage firms without 
intending to pay for such securities or paying for them with checks drawn on bank 
accounts having insufficient funds. The papers also charged that Greenspan failed 
to disclose the prior injunctions and a prior conviction as required by the Court's 
1980 Amended Order of Permanent Injunction. Greenspan is required to appear before 
the Court on May 3, 1983. (U.S. ex rel. SEC v. Gerald Greenspan, 83 Cr. Misc. 'I,
S.D.N.Y., EW). (LR-9976)
