sold any securities in reliance on Rule 24f-2 for the prior fiscal year. The second
amendment would change the consequence for failure to file timely the required notice
so that such failure would no longer result in termination of the issuer's registra-
tion statement.

CARL P. HERBERT, JR. CONSENTS TO PERMANENT INJUNCTION

The Chicago Regional Office announced that on May 24 the Honorable Robert G. Renner,
U.S. District Court Judge for the District of Minnesota, entered a Final Judgment and
Order of Permanent Injunction and Order to Account against Carl P. Berbert, Jr. gf
St. Paul, Minnesota. The injunction proscribes violations of the antifraud provi-
sions of the securities laws in any investment advisory activities or in the offer
and sale of the securities of the Pain Center Clinic, United States Satellite Broad-
casting, Santa Fe Associates, Capitol Castings, Inc., Tailored Data, Inc., U.S. Trea-
sury Bonds, or any other securities of any other issuer.

The Commission's complaint alleges that during the period January 1980 through
December 1982, Herbert engaged in a scheme to defraud investors and advisory clients
in the offer and sale of securities while employed as the managing partner of a regis~-
tered investment adviser. Herbert raised approximately $350,000 from these clients,
representing that he would invest the funds in the securities of the above-named
entities and thereafter converted the funds to his own use. (SEC v. Carl P. Herbert,
Jr., No. 3-83-601, D. Minn,, filed May 20, 1983). (LR-10014)
