The Commission found, as had the 
CBOE! that, on.t~ree ~c7asions in 1981, despite having received notice of the 
app~1cable pos1t1~n.~1m1ts, Duban purchased Teledyn contracts exceeding those 
lim1ts. The Comm1ss10n concluded that the light sanction imposed on Duban was not 
excessive, particularly in view of Duban's history of position limit violations.
