ADOPTION OF RULE 11a-2 

The Commission has adopted Rule 11a-2 under the Investment Company Act of 1940 which 
permits registered insurance company separate accounts, subject to certain conditions, 
to make exchange offers without the terms of those offers having first been submitted 
to and approved by the Commission. (Re1. IC-13407)

ADOPTION OF RULE 6c-8 

The Commission has adopted Rule 6c-8 under the Investment Company Act of 1940 which 
provides registered insurance company separate accounts and others with exemptive
relief from various provisions of the Act with respect to variable annuity contracts 
participating in such accounts to the extent necessary to permit them to impose a 
deferred sales load upon redemption of any such contract and to deduct a full annual 
fee under certain circumstances. (Re1. IC-13406)

ADMINISTRATIVE PROCEEDINGS 

BRUCE R. FREDERICK BARRED 

In connection with administrative proceedings instituted by the Commission on 
January 13, 1983, under the Securities Exchange Act of 1934, Bruce R. Frederick of 
Lake Forrest, Illinois failed to answer the Order for Public Proceedings and Notice 
of Hearing that instituted these proceedings and, therefore, is in default. 

On the basis of the Order, the Commission found that Frederick wilfully violated 
Section 15(b) (6) of the Exchange Act in that while barred by Commission order from 
association with a broker or dealer he became associated with a broker-dealer with
out Commission consent. (ReI. 34-20016) 
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CIVIL PROCEEDINGS 

PARK, RYAN, INC. AND GLENN R. SCHULTZ ENJOINED 

The Fort Worth Reqional Office announced that on August 3 the Honorable Garnett 
Thomas Eisele, U.S. District Judge for the Eastern District of Arkansas, entered 
orders of permanent injunction against Park, Ryan., Inc., a registered broker-dealer 
located in Little Rock, Arkansas, and Glenn R. Schultz, also of Little Rock, the 
chief executive officer of Park, Ryan, Inc. The orders enjoin the firm from further 
violations, and Schultz from aiding and abetting violations, of the net capital,
customer protection, recordkeeping and notification provisions of the Securities 
Exchange Act of 1934. The defendants consented to the entry of the orders without 
admitting or denying the allegations in the Commission's complaint which was also 
filed August 3. (SEC v. Park, Ryan, Inc., et a L, , E.D. Ark., Civil Action No. 
LR-C-83-673). (LR-I0088) 

CRIMINAL PROCEEDINGS 

THOMAS EUGENE RAY INDICTED 

The Fort Worth Regional Office announced that on July 21 a federal grand jury
empanelled in Shreveport, Louisiana, returned, and the District Court sealed, a 
five-count indictment charging Thomas Eugene Ray of Stonewall, Louisiana, with 
fraud in the sale of securities, mail fraud, interstate transportation of a person
in execution of a scheme to defraud and interstate transportation of stolen property.
The indictment was unsealed on August I when Ray surrendered to federal authorities 
in Shreveport. 

The charges arise out of the sale to the public of at least $500,000 of fractional 
undivided working interests in oil and gas leases issued by Southeastern Exploration
Company, Inc. It is alleged that between April and September 1981, approximately
$54,000 was raised from public investors for wells that were never drilled. The 
indictment charged that Ray took the funds and fled to Michigan, using the money to 
pay prior debts, to make unrelated personal investments and to pay personal living 
expenses. (U.S. v. Thomas Eugene Ray, W.D. LA, CR-83-50026-01). (LR-I0087) 

INVESTMENT COMPANY ACT RElEASES 

QUAKER CASH RESERVES, INC. 

A notice has been issued giving interested persons until September 2 to request a 
hearing on an application of Quaker Cash Reserves, Inc., registered under the Invest
ment Company Act of 1940 as an open-end, diversified, management investment company,
for an order under Section 8(f) of the Act declaring that Quaker has ceased to be an 
investment company.

HOLDING COMPANY ACT RElEASES 

AEP GENERATING COMPANY 

A notice has been issued giving interested persons until August 31 to request a 
hearing on a proposal of AEP Generating Company (AEGCo), subsidiary of American 
Electric Power Company, Inc., whereby AEGCo, in the case of borrowings made under 
its Term Loan Agreement and maturing prior to June 30, 1987·, would no longer be 
required to reduce bank commitments under its Revolving Credit Agreement by the 
amount of such borrowings. The reduction of such commitments had been contemplated
at the time of the Commission's prior order in this proceeding.

An order has been issued authorizing Louisiana Power & Light Company (LP&L), subsi
diary of Middle South Utilities, and System Fuels, Inc. (SFI) , subsidiary of LP&L 
and its affiliate operating companies, to enter into a Coal Sale and Purchase Con
tract under which LP&L will purchase from SFI coal which SFI has contracted to pur
chase from Antelope Coal Company, a non-affiliate. LP&L also proposes to guarantee
SFI's obligations under the Antelope contract. (ReI. 35-23028 - Aug. 9) 

CONSOLIDATED NATURAL GAS SERVICE COMPANY, INC.
