Finally, the proposed rule change would
require these affected persons to settle their securities delivery obligations by
book~entry movements at those clearing agencles if the trades involve securities
eligible for deposit at the relevant clearing agency (Rel. 34-20189).

Publication of the above proposals are expected to be made in the Federal Register
during the week of September 19.
