CIVIL PROCEEDINGS

UNITED GREENWOOD EXPLORATIONS LTD., HOWARD L. TOBAN ENJOINED

The Commission filed a civil injunctive action in the U.S. District Court for the
District of Columbia against United Greenwood Explorations Ltd. and its Qre§1dent,
Howard L. Toban, both of Vancouver, British Columbia, Cana@a. The Cogm;sszon's
complaint alleges that Greenwood and Toban violated the antifraud provisions of the

Securities Exchange Act of 1934,



According to the complaint, from at least July 1980 to Fhe present, Greenwood and
Toban engaged in a course of conduct to induce persons 1n the United States to pur-
chase Greenwood securities on NASDAQ. They did this by creating a false impression
of the value of and expected return on Greenwood's investments in oil and gas pro-
perties located in the United States.

"Without admitting or denying the allegations of the complaint, Greenwoo§ gnd Toban
consented to the entry of a Final Judgment of Permanent Injunction enjoining them

from violating the antifraud provisions of the Exchange Act. 5SEC v. United Green-
wood Explorations Ltd. and Howard L. Toban, USDC DC, Civil Action No. 83-2814).
