CIVIL PROCEEDINGS

INJUNCTIONS ENTERED AGAINST NITRON, INC.

The Commission announced the settlement of a civil injunctive action filed on
September 29 against Nitron, Inc. of Cupertino, California (see LR-10147 - Sept. 30).
Nitron, without admitting or denying any of the allegations in the complaint, con-
sented to an order permanently enjoining it from violating certain reporting and
antifraud provisions of the Securities Exchange Act of 1934.

The complaint charged that Nitron and Samuel Nissim, a director of Nitron who served
as Nitron's president and chairman until 1983, filed or caused to be filed with the
Commission and released or caused to be released to the public, materially false and
misleading statements. These statements concerned the revenues to be derived by
Nitron under a contract to manufacture video game arcades and cassettes for Astro-
cade, Inc., a privately-held seller of home video games, concerning the substance
and purpose of certain agreements between Nitron and Astrocade and the financial con-
dition of Nitron and Astrocade. Nitron was alsc charged with failing to timely

file an annual report and several periodic reports with the Commission during 1982
and 1983.

The action is still pending respecting Nissim, against whom the Commission seeks a
permanent injunction from violations of the antifraud and reporting provisions of
the securities laws. (SEC v. Nitron, Inc. and Samuel Nissim, U.S.D.C. D.C.,
