ADOPTION OF AMENDMENTS TO RULES l3a-ll, l3a-13, lSd-II, and l5d-13~ 
TO FORMS 8-K, 10-0, AND 10-K~ AND TO SCHEDULE l4A OF REGULATION 14A 

The Commission announced the adoption of amendments to the periodic disclosure forms,
related rules, and disclosure schedule for proxies and information statements. 
Included among the revisions are amendments that would: (1) require registrants to 
file reports on Form 8-K within fifteen days after the occurrence of one of the events 
specified in the form or within ten days after the end of the month during which 
occurred an event reported under the voluntary disclosure item~ (2) decrease the number 
of items of information required to be included in reports on Form 8-K by eliminating 
two items and transferring seven items to the Form 10-Q~ (3) add a new item to Form 
8-K requiring disclosure of bankruptcy or receivership proceedings~ (4) revise two of 
the items retained in the Form 8-K and four of those transferred to the Form 10-Q~
(5) provide for disclosure in the Form 10-K of items previously required in reports on 
Form 8-K~ and (6) revise Item 5 of Schedule 14A to Regllliation14 under the Exchange Act 
to conform to the amendment of Item 1 of Form 8-K. 

The amen~nts relating to the time for filing reports on the Form 8-K and to Schedule 
14A shall be effective for events which occur subsequent to February 28, 1977. The 
amendments to Rules 13a-13 and 15d-13 and to Form 10-0 shall be effective for quarterly 
periods beginning after December 31, 1976. The amendments to the Form 10-K shall be 
effective for reports filed .or periods beginning after March 31, 1976. (ReI.

COMMENT PERIOD EXTENDED ON PROPOSED DISCLOSURE RULES 
RELATING TO BROKERAGE PLACEMENT PRACTICES AND POLICIES 
OF INVESTMENT MANAGERS 

The SEC extended the comment period on its proposed rules which would require regis
tered investment companies, some other issuers, and certain registered investment 
advisers to make disclosures to investors about brokerage placement practices and 
policies, including the use of brokerage commissions to purchase research services 
(Re1. 33-5772, November 30,1976 [41 Fed. Reg. 53356 (1976»)), from January 13 to 
February 14, 1977. Accordingly, all interested persons are invited to submit their 
views and comments on the above proposals in triplicate to George A. Fitzsimmons,
Secretary, Securities and Exchange Commission, Washington, D.C. 20549, on or before 
February 14, 1977. Such comments should refer to File No. S7-660, and will be avail
able for public inspection. (ReI. 33-5798) 

COMMISSIONER SPEAKS 

STOCK TRANSACTIONS OF SELECTED FINANCIAL INSTITUTIONS 
AND FOREIGN INVESTORS, FIRST THREE QUARTERS OF 1976 

According to estimates released by the SEC, Private noninsured pension funds, open-end 
investment companies, life insurance companies and property-liability insurance com
panies purchased $32.8 billion of stock and sold $27.0 billion during tne firstC01lU1lOn
three quarters of 1976, resulting in net purchases of $5.8 billion. During the first 
three quarters of 1975, gross purchases were $27.3 bi11ion~ gross sales were $23.9 
bi11ion~ and net purchases were $3.4 billion. For details see the January issue of 
th~ SEC Statistical Bulletin.

~e ColllJllission announced the filiDg of a civil injunctive action against Silver Stack 
Mines, Ltd. (Silver Stack}, a Canadi.an corporation, Charles Dudl.ey R>bbins (Robbins),
fomaer presi.dent, director and shareholder of Silver Stock, and James U. Blanchard, 
Ill, a registered investment adviser, doing business as International Investment 
Research (Blanchard). 

~ Commission also announced that the Honorable William Bryant, U.S. District Judge, 
District of Columbia, entered a judgment of permanent injunction enjoining Robbins 
and Blanchard from violations of the registration and antifraud p:rovisions of the 
securities laws and further enjoining Blanchard from violations of the recordkeeping 
p:rovisions of the securities laws. Robbins and Blanchard consented to the entry of 
the Court's judgment and order without admitting or denying the allegations of the 
Commi.ssion's complaint. 

~e Commission'S complaint alleges that Silver Stock, Robbins and Blanchard offered 
for sale and sold to U.S. investors the unregistered securities of Silver stack iD vio
lation of the Securities Act of 1933 (Securities Act) and that Blanchard violated the 
antifraud and recordkeeping provisions of the Investment Advisers Act of 1940 (Advisers
Act). 

~e Commission further announced that an administrative proceeding has been instituted 
against Blanchard on the basis of the entry of the judgment of permanent injunction. 
Blanchard has submitted an offer of settlement which has been accepted by the CDmmis
sion whereby he is suspended from engaging in the practice and activities of ..m invest
ment adviser or association with any investment adviser for a period of sixty days.
