PROPOSALS TO IMPLEMENT THE SUNSHINE ACT


The SEC has announced that the deadline fO'rreceipt of public comment on the Commis
sion's rulemaking proposals to implement the Government in the Sunshine Act, and for 
related purposes, announced in Securities Act Release No. 5802 (February 2,1977), is 
the close of business on Monday, March 7, 1977. The heading of Release No. 5802 
accurately indicates this comment deadline; the final paragraph of the text of the 
release incorrectly states, however, that the comment period will extend until March 
11, 1977. The Commission has also announced that, to the extent necessary to permit 
the regular continuation of Commission business during the week of March 14, 1977, it 
intends, beginning March 7 to adhere to the provisions of the Sunshine Act governing
prior notice of agency meetings. (ReI. 33-5805)
