COURT ENFORCEMENT ACTIONS LIBRARY

EDWARD BOYER ENJOINED

The Washington Regional Office announced that on April 12 the Federal District Court
in Pittsburgh, Pennsylvania, entered a final judgment of permanent injunction against
Edward Boyer of Fort Lauderdale, Florida, permanently enjoining Boyer from violations
of the registration and antifraud provisions of the securities laws with respect to
Saving Certificates and Promissory Notes of Fidelity Loan and Investment Corporation,
limited partnership interests in Meadowlands Inn Limited Partnership, or any other
securities. Boyer consented to the entry of the judgment without admitting or denying
the allegations of the Commission's complaint. On April 7 after hearing, Judge Cohill
entered an order dissolving a temporary restraining order freezing the assets of Boyer
which had been entered on February 1. (SEC v. First Pittsburgh Securities Corpora-
tion, et al., W.D. of Pa., Civil Action No. 77-102). (LR-7881)

INDICTMENT RETURNED AGAINST FOUR FORMER
OFFICERS OF GIANT STORES CORPORATION

The SEC announced that on April 20 a Federal Grand Jury in Boston returned a l4-count
indictment against Theodore H. Kaufman, Jack S. Shapiro, Benjamin A. Lieberman and
Gerald Silverstein, four former officers of Giant Stores Corporation. The indictment
alleged, inter alia, a conspiracy by the defendants and other employees of Giant
during 1971, 1972 and 1973 to issue false financials regarding Giant's income and
balance sheets. Giant has no connection in any way with Giant Food, Inc. of metro-
politan Washington, D.C. The reference to "Giant" does not refer to Giant Food, Inc.
which is also known as "Giant". (U.S. v. Theodore H. Kaufman, et al.). (LR-7882)
