The Commission announced the extension until April 30, 1978 of the temporary exemption
from the Investment Advisers Act of 1940 (Advisers Act) provided by Rule 206A-(T) under 
the Advisers Act. The rule exempts any broker-dealer registered on May 1, 1975 pur
suant to Section 15 of the Securities Exchange Act of 1934, not then registered as an 
investment adviser pursuant to Section 203 of the Advisers Act and who does not provide
investment supervisory services or investment management services for special compensa
tion or not solely incidental to his business as a broker-dealer. (ReI. IA-581)
