The Denver and Chicago Regional Offices announced that on August 11 a federal grand
jury in Milwaukee, Wisconsin returned a multi-count indictment charging Joseph B. Erni,
Boulder, Colorado with various counts of securities fraud, interstate transportation
of money obtained by fraud, and failure to register securities with the SEC prior to
the offer and sale of the securities.
