JOnN C. SPENCER AND WILLIAM J. HAMILTON INDICTED 

The Atlanta Regional Office announced that on September 27 John C. Spencer and William 
J. Hamilton, both of Atlanta, were indicted by a grand jury in Fulton County, Georgia, 
on five counts of offering to sell and selling promissory notes of Roy D. Warren Realty
CWarren), while not being registered as securities salesmen and on seven counts of 
offering for sale and selling promissory notes of Warren while failing to disclose 
material statements necessary to make the.statements made not misleading concerning 
Warren's financial condition and the pledge of its assets. (State of Georgia v. John C. 
Spencer and William J. Hamilton, Fulton County Superior Court, Georgia, A-37183).

The Depository Trust Company (DTC) has filed a proposed rule change under Rule 19b-4 
(SR-DTC-77-10) concerning fees for book-entry deliveries through DTC interfaces with 
other depositories. Publication of the proposal is expected to De made in the 
Federal Register during the week of October 31.
