ENFORCEMENT PROCEEDINGS

STOP ORDER ISSUED AGAINST DRILLSTAR REGISTRATION STATEMENT

The Commission announced that it issued an Order Instituting Public Administrative
Proceedings Pursuant to Section 8(d) of the Securities Act of 1933, Making Findings
and Issuing a Stop Order against a Form S-4 registration statement filed by Drillstar
International Corporation (Drillstar) of New York, New York in December 1991. Without
admitting or denying the findings contained in the Order, Drillstar consented to the
‘entry of the Order and the issuance of the Stop Order. Additionally, as part of its
Offer of Settlement, Drillstar agreed to file an application to withdraw its
registration statement. Drillstar originally filed the registration statement in
order to issue sufficient shares to complete a proposed merger with a company named
Zenox, Inec. In the Order, the Commission finds that the Drillstar Form S-4
registration statement contains several materially false and misleading
representations concerning the financial effect of the proposed merger with Zenox,
Inc. and the financial condition of Drillstar. (Rel. 33-7042; AAE Rel. 523)

CEASE AND DESIST ORDER ISSUED AGAINST JONATHAN FARBMAN

The Commission announced that it issued an Order Instituting Public Administrative
Proceedings Pursuant to Section 21C of the Securities and Exchange Act of 1934, Making
Findings and Issuing a Cease and Desist Order against Jonathan Farbman (Farbman) of
New York, New York. Farbman is the president, secretary, treasurer and chairman of
Drillstar International Corp. (Drillstar). Without admitting or denying the findings
contained in the Order, Farbman consented to the entry of the Order and the issuance
of the Cease and Desist Order. In 1991, Farbman negotiated a merger between Drillstar



and a company named Zenox, Inc. In December 1991, Drillstar filed an S-4 registration
statement In order to issue sufficient shares to complete the proposed merger with
Zenox. In the Order, the Commission finds that the Drillstar registration statement
contained several materially false and misleading representations concerning the
financial effect of the proposed merger with Zenox and the financial condition of the
two companies, that Farbman disseminated false and misleading information to Drillstar
shareholders regarding the status of the merger, and that during the staff’s
investigation of Drillstar, Farbman, on behalf of Drillstar, filed periodic reports
with the Commission which contained false and misleading information regarding the
status of the Commission investigation. (Rel. 34-33559)

CEASE AND DESIST ORDER ISSUED AGAINST DRILLSTAR INTERNATIONAL CORP.

The Commission announced that it issued an Order Instituting Public Administrative
Proceedings Pursuant to Section 21C of the Securities and Exchange Act of 1934, Making
Findings and Issuing a Cease and Desist Order against Drillstar International
Corporation (Drillstar) of New York, New York. Without admitting or denying the
findings contained in the Order, Drillstar consented to the entry of the Order and
the issuance of the Cease and Desist Order. In December 1991, Drillstar filed an S-
4 registration statement in order to 1issue sufficient shares to complete a proposed
merger with a company named Zenox, Inc. In the Order, the Commission finds that the
Drillstar Form S-4 registration statement contained several materially false and
misleading representations concerning the financial effect of the proposed merger with
Zenox and the financial condition of the two companies, that Drillstar disseminated
false and misleading information to its shareholders regarding the status of the
merger, and that during the staff’s investigation of Drillstar, the company filed
periodic reports with the Commission which contained false and misleading information
regarding the status of the Commission investigation. (Rel. 34-33560)

INJUNCTIONS ENTERED AGAINST PARTICIPANTS IN ULTRAVEST PENNY STOCK SCHEME

On January 26, Chief Judge Lloyd D. George of the U.S. District Court, District of
Nevada, entered final judgments of permanent injunction against Steven N. Olpin,
Michael Collins, Rodney Goodman, Joseph S. Cowan and Cline G. Campbell prohibiting
future violations of Section 17(a) of the Securities Act and Section 10(b) of the
Exchange Act and Rule 10b-5, to which the defendants consented, without admitting or
denying the alleged wviolations. Four defendants also consented to orders of
disgorgement and prejudgment interest thereon. The disgorgement amounts are: $7500
(Olpin); $46,000 (Collins); $20,000 (Cowan); and $31,000 (Goodman). Payment of
disgorgement and prejudgment interest by Collins, Goodman and Cowan was waived,
however, based upon their demonstrated inability to pay.

The Commission’s January 14, 1994 complaint alleges that the defendants participated
in a fraudulent initial public offering of Ultravest Ventures, Inc. penny stock
securities, and in the public resales of those securities. The complaint alleges that
the defendants formed Ultravest using nominee officers and directors, knowing that
the true control persons were undisclosed; financed a sham public offering; and
delivered Ultravest securities for resale to investors knowing that the proceeds would
be received by participants in the scheme and not the nominees in whose names the
stock was sold. [SEC v. Steven N. Olpin, Michael Collins, Rodney Goodman, Joseph S.
Cowan and Cline G. Campbell, CV-S-94-00056-1LDG, RLH, D. Nev.] (LR-13959)
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COMPLAINT FILED AGAINST FRANK PALIOTTA

The Commission announced that a complaint was filed on January 24 in the United States
District Court for the Southern District of Ohio, against Frank Paliotta, the former
chief financial officer of the Marx & Newman division of the United States Shoe
Company, in connection with U. S§. Shoe’s reporting of false and misleading periodic
reports for the first three quarters of the fiscal year ending February 1990. The
complaint alleges that between February 1989 and February 1990, while serving as chief
financlal officer of Marks & Newman, Paliotta instructed members of the Marx & Newman
accounting staff to make false and misleading entries in Marks & Newman’s books and
records. The complaint further alleges that the false and misleading entries caused
U.S. Shoe Corporation to materially overstate earnings in its Forms 10-Q filed with
the Commission for the first three quarters of the fiscal year ending in February
1990.

The complaint alleges that Paliotta violated the antifraud, reporting, and books and
records provisions of the federal securities laws. Simultaneously with the filing
of the complaint, without admitting or denying its allegations, Paliotta consented
to the entry of an Order of Permanent Injunction enjoining him from further violations
of these provisions of the federal securities laws. ([SEC v. Frank Paliotta, Case No.
C-1-94-058, SD Ohio] (LR-13960; AAE Rel. 526)

INVESTMENT COMPANY ACT RELEASES

G.T. GLOBAL GROWTH SERIES ET AL.

A notice has been issued giving interested persons until February 28 to request a
hearing on an application filed by G.T. Global Growth Series et al. to amend a prior
order granting relief from Sections 2(a)(32), 2(a)(35), 18(f), 18(g), 18(1), 22(ec),
and 22(d) of the Investment Company Act and Rule 22c-1 thereunder. The prior order
permits the issuance of multiple classes of shares and the imposition and, under
certain circumstances, waiver of a contingent deferred sales charge (CDSC). The
amended order would permit applicants to waive the CDSC with respect to certain
additional types of redemptions.

METLIFE PORTFOLIOS, INC., ET AL.

A notice has been 1ssued giving interested persons until February 28 to request a
hearing on an application filed by Metlife Portfolios, Inc., et al. for an order under
Section 6(c) of the Investment Company Act amending a prior order that granted an
exemption from Sections 2(a)(32), 2(a)(35), 18(f), 18(g), 18(1i), 22(c), and 22(d) of
the Act and Rule 22c-1 thereunder. The amended order would permit applicants to
issue multiple classes of shares representing interests in the same portfolio of
securities, impose a contingent deferred sales charge (CDSC) on certain redemptions
of their shares, and waive the CDSC in certain cases.

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HOLDING COMPANY ACT RELEASES

AMERICAN ELECTRIC POWER CO., INC., ET AL.

A supplemental order has been issued authorizing American Electric Power Company, Inc.
(AEP), & registered holding company, and its nonutility subsidiary company, AEP
Resources, Inc. (Resources), to expand the scope of preliminary development activities
engaged in by Resources to include exempt wholesale generators, foreign utility
companies, and certain independent power projects. AEP proposes to make investments
in Resources up $7.5 million per year through December 31, 1996, for these preliminary
development activities. Further, AEP proposes to 1issue guarantees and assume the
liabilities of Resources in connection with preliminary development activities and
third party debt financings of Resources. (Rel. 35-25984)

GEORGIA POWER COMPANY

A supplemental order has been issued authorizing Georgla Power Company (Georgla), a
subsidiary of The Southern Company, a registered holding company, to refinance
facilities at the Plant Scherer Project. Georgia has been granted authority to enter
transactions in connection with the issuance and sale of $28.065 million aggregate
principal amount of pollution control revenue bonds. The Commission has reserved
jurisdiction over the issuance of up to $334.135 million of additional principal
amounts of revenue bonds. (Rel. 35-25985)

ENTERGY CORPORATION, ET AL.

A notice has been 1issued giving interested persons until February 28 to request a
hearing on a proposal by Entergy Corporation (Entergy), a registered holding company,
and its wholly owned public-utility subsidiary company, Gulf States Utilities Company

Alternatively, should the
limited partnership elect to borrow $§11.5 million from lending institutions to provide
a portion of the construction financing, GPU will guarantee unconditionally EII’'s
repayment obligations. Applicants have received an exception from the competitive
bidding requirements of Rule 50 with respect to the letter of credit.

Stock Exchange, Inc., the Chicago Board Options Exchange, Inc., the New York Stock
Exchange, Inc., the Pacific Stock Exchange, Inc., the Philadelphia Stock Exchange,
Inc. (PHLX), and the National Association of Securities Dealers, Inc. Among other
things, the amended ODD provides disclosure to accommodate the trading of proposed
cash/spot foreign currency options on the PHLX and incorporates into the ODD
discussions of capped-style index options, Flexible Exchange Options, and cross-rate
foreign currency options, which had been described previously in supplements to the
ODD. Publication of the approval order is expected in the Federal Register during
the week of February 7.
