ENFORCEMENT PROCEEDINGS 

JOSEPH ZIRKELL, A/K/A GEDNE HOWE, PLEADS GUILTY 

The Commission announced that on October 3 Joseph Zirkel, a/k/a Gedne 
Howe, pled guilty to a nineteen-count indictment charging him with 
conspiracy, mail fraud, wire fraud, interstate transportation of a 
person in furtherance of a scheme to defraud, false statements and 
fraudulent use of a social security number. The indictment alleged that 
Zirkell, using the name Gedne Howe, issued fraudulent promissory notes 
to investors which provided rates of interest ranging from 24% to more 
than 480% per year. During the course of his scheme, Zirkell/Howe
obtained over $2.5 million from at least 63 known investors, converting
at least $1.8 million of that amount to his own use and to compensate
certain unnamed co-conspirators for their efforts in soliciting
investors. The indictment also charged Zirkell/Howe with two counts of 
making false statements to the Commission staff in connection with a 
Commission enforcement investigation. Zirkell is set for sentencing on 
December 5, 1994. [U.S. v. Joseph Zirkell, a/k/a Gedne Howe, Cr. No.

PREMIER CAPITAL CORPORATION, ROBERT ANDERSON AND WILLIAM CONE PERMANENTLY 
ENJOINED AND DEMETRIOS SHIVA PRELIMINARILY ENJOINED 

The Commission announced that on September 16 Judge Falcon B. Hawkins 
of the united States District Court in Charleston, South Carolina 
entered a permanent injunction against defendants Premier Capital
Corporation (Premier) and Robert C. Anderson (Anderson) both of 
Altamonte Springs, Florida and William R. Cone (Cone) of Statesville,
North Carolina and that Judge Hawkins, after an evidentiary hearing on 
September 19, 1994, entered a preliminary injunction against Demetrios 
Julius Shiva (Shiva) of Charleston, South Carolina. Premier, Anderson 
and Cone admitted to the entry of the permanent injunction without 
admitting or denying the allegation of the Commission's complaint. 

Shiva is a registered representative who was about to engage in 
violations of the antifraud provisions in connection with the offer and 
sale of counterfeit Japanese yen bond certificates. The court made 
specific findings as to defendant Shiva, including that the certificates 
at issue are counterfeit. Defendants Premier, its president Anderson,
and its treasurer Cone, were permanently enjoined from violations of the 
registration and antifraud provisions in their efforts to deposit the 
certificates with a brokerage house for eventual sale to the public.
[SEC v. Premier Capital Corp, et al., civil No.2 94-2374 1, D. South 
Carolina] (LR-14288) 

C. DANIEL MCCLAIN HELD IN CIVIL CONTEMPT AND ORDERED ARRESTED 

The Commission announced that on September 30 the Honorable Orinda D. 
Evans, Uni ted States District Judge for the Northern District of 
Georgia, Atlanta Division, issued an order holding C. Daniel McClain 
(McClain) in civil contempt for his failure to pay $113,689 in 
disgorgement and prejudgment interest as ordered by the Court in its 
July 26, 1994 order. Judge Evans also issued an order directing the 
u.S. Marshal to arrest McClain for his failure to obey the July 26,
1994 order. 

Previously, on July 26, 1994, MCClain was ordered to disgorge $113,689
by August 17, 1994 and, on August 10, 1994, McClain was ordered to pay
civil penalties in the amount of $113,689. McClain purported to pay the 
disgorgement order and, thus, avoid an order of civil contempt by
tendering a non-licensed $150,000 money order in payment of the Court's 
July 26, 1994 order. The money order McClain tendered is worthless and 
was issued by an entity in Tigerton, Wisconsin purportedly linked to the 
Posse Comitatus. Similar money orders are the subject of on-going
investigations by the Federal Bureau of Investigation and the State of 
Wisconsin. 
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The Commission's complaint alleged that McClain engaged in the 
fraudulent sale of securities of International Trading, Inc. (ITI).
ITI is a defendant in a pending suit by the Commission and is the 
subject of a permanent injunction in that case. ITI offering materials 
distributed by McClain promised investors that for each share of ITI 
stock they purchased for $100, they would receive a warrant to be 
redeemed for $200,000. The exorbitant proceeds were purported to be 
paid from a fortune accumulated by a deceased European "financier" and 
claimed to be in excess of $1 trillion. The complaint alleges that the

Toluca Pacific Securities corp., violated section l7(a)(1) of the 
Securities Act and Section 10(b) of the Exchange Act and Rule 10b-5 
thereunder, and aided and abetted violations of section 15(c) (1) of the 
Exchange Act and Rule 15cl-2 thereunder. without admitting or denying
the allegations, Keefover consented to the entry of a Cease and Desist 
Order. 

The commission found that Keefover violated the antifraud provisions and 
aided and abetted Toluca's violations of the broker-dealer antifraud 
provisions by assisting Toluca in executing trades as part of a stock 
manipulation. During two separate periods between 1986 and 1988,
Keefover assisted Toluca in effecting transactions in the stock of 
Kinesis, Inc., and its predecessor, consistent with and in furtherance 
of a prearranged trading scheme, which caused the price of Kinesis to 
rise dramatically, from $5.00 to $19.00 and from $11.00 to $22.00 per
share. This trading created the misleading appearance of an active 
market for Kinesis on the OTC market. There were no corporate
developments or other reasons to account for the dramatic and rapid
increases in the price of Kinesis stock. (Rels. 33-7100; 34-34804) 

ORDER MAKING FINDINGS AND IMPOSING REMEDIAL SANCTIONS ISSUED AGAINST ATLAS 
STOCK TRANSFER CORP. AND FRANKLIN KIMBALL 

The Commission issued an Order Making Findings and Imposing Remedial 
Sanctions against Atlas Stock Transfer Corp., a registered stock 
transfer agent located in Salt Lake city, Utah, and Franklin L. Kimball, 
Atlas's President and owner, finding violations of the Exchange Act 
antifraud and transfer agent recordkeeping and reporting provisions.
The Commission barred Kimball from association with any broker-dealer, 
investment company, transfer agent, or municipal securities dealer, with 
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a right to reapply after three years, providing that he may serve as 
in-house transfer agent for one issuer identified in the Order. The 
Commission ordered that Kimball sell his interest in Atlas wi thin ninety
days or consent to a subsequent Commission order revoking Atlas's 
transfer agent registration. without admitting or denying the findings
of violations contained in the Order or the violations alleged in the 
Order for Public Proceedings and Notice of Hearing Pursuant to section 
17A(c) of the Securities Exchange Act of 1934, issued by the Commission 
on April 21, 1994, Atlas and Kimball consented to the issuance of the 
Order. 

The Order finds that Atlas, as transfer agent for Kinesis, Inc.,
violated the Exchange Act antifraud provisions by issuing more than 6.7 
million unauthorized shares of Kinesis stock, which represented
approximately 50% more than the authorized shares. The Order finds that 
Atlas, aided and abetted by Kimball, violated sections 17(f)(1) and 
17A(d) (1) of the Exchange Act, and Rules 17f-1, 17Ad-10 and 17Ad-11 
thereunder, in the overissuance of Kinesis stock and by failing to 
report information about missing, lost, counterfeit or stolen 
securities. (ReI. 34-34812) 

INVESTMENT COMPANY ACT RELEASES 

VAN KAMPEN MERRITT EQUITY OPPORTUNITY TRUST, SERIES 1, ET AL. 

A notice has been issued giving interested persons until October 31 to 
request a hearing on an application filed by Van Kampen Merritt Equity
Opportunity Trust, Series 1, et al. for a conditional order under 
section 6 (c) of the Investment Company Act exempting applicants from the 
provisions of Sections 14 (a) and 19 (b) of the Act, and Rule 19b-1 
thereunder. The order would exempt the sponsor of the Trust from having
to take for its own account or place with others $100,000 worth of 
units in the Trust, and permit the Trust to distribute capital gains
dividends along with the Trust's other distributions.
