The Commission is proposing to revise Rules 11Acl-3 and 10b-10 governing
disclosure to customers by broker-dealers related to the routing of
order flow, internationalization of order flow, and affiliate practices.
Publication of the order is expected in the Federal Register during the
week of October 31.

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ENFORCEMENT PROCEEDINGS

APPLICATION BY SEQUOIA PARTNERS FOR APPROVAL OF JOINT TRANSACTION DENIED

The Commission has denied the application of Sequoia Partners, L.P.,
of Bronxville, New York, for an order under the Investment Company Act
approving a joint transaction by Sequoia and Counsellors Tandem
Securities Fund (Fund), a registered closed-end management investment
company. Sequoia sought approval of a settlement agreement provision
that called for Fund to reimburse Sequoia for $240,000 of expenses that
Sequoia incurred in a proxy contest with Fund.

The Commission concluded, initially, that Sequoia's application was
untimely since, contrary to Commission rules, substantial action had
been taken to implement the reimbursement provision before Commission
approval was sought or obtained. In addition, the Commission found
that Sequoia, which together with its allies held more than 25% of
Fund's common stock, was guilty of overreaching in obtaining Fund's
agreement to pay expenses that were not incurred for the benefit of
Fund or other shareholders. Finally, the Commission noted that,
pursuant to the agreement settling the proxy contest, Fund made a
tender offer for 2,000,000 shares of its common stock. The Commission
concluded that Fund's reimbursement of Sequoia would violate tender
offer rules since Sequoia would receive more for the stock it tendered
than was received by other shareholders. (Rel. IC-20644)

ORDER OF PERMANENT INJUNCTION ENTERED AGAINST DOUGLASS HORNER

The Commission announced that on September 12 the Honorable Carol E.
Jackson, United States District Court Judge for the Eastern District
of Missouri, entered an Order of Permanent Injunction against Douglass
D. Horner. The Order enjoins Horner from further violations of the
antifraud provisions of the federal securities laws.

Horner consented to the entry of the injunction against him without
admitting or denying the allegations in the Commission's complaint.
The Commission's complaint alleged that Horner, while employed as
Senior Vice-President of Germania Financial Corporation, a subsidiary
of Germania Bank (Germania) in St. Louis, Missouri, facilitated the
making of untrue statements of material facts and the omission of
material facts concerning commissions paid to salespersons in
connection with Germania's offer and sale of subordinated capital
notes.
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The Commission wishes to acknowledge the assistance provided by the
Resolution Trust Corporation in this matter (See LR-14162, AAE Rel.

BOURDOS IS SENTENCED

On October 17, Pete T. Bourdos (Bourdos) was sentenced by Senior Judge
Bruce S. Jenkins to three years' probation and a fine of $2,500.00.
Bourdos resides in Salt Lake City, Utah.

On August 5, 1994, Bourdos pled guilty to a one-count Felony
Information charging him with willful failure to file an ownership
report on Schedule 13G. At the time of his guilty plea, Bourdos
admitted that in September 1989 he controlled more than five percent
of the stock of Tzaar Corporation and failed to report his control
position to the Commission. At the time of his sentencing, the five
counts of an Indictment pending against him were dismissed. [U.S. v.
Pete T. Bourdos, USDC UT, Criminal Action File No. 90 CR-0090-J] (LR~

II of Sentry (Sentry Account), Sentry Investors Life Insurance Company,
Sentry Investors Variable Account II of SILIC (SILIC Account) and
Sentry Equity Services, Inc. (collectively, Applicants) from Section
17(a) of the Act. The order provides exemptions to the extent
necessary to permit the transfer of assets of the SILIC Account to the
Sentry Account, and under Section 6(c) of the Act exempting Applicants
from Sections 26(a)(2)(C) and 27(c)(2) of the Act to the extent
necessary to permit the deduction of a mortality and expense risk
charge under certain variable annuity contracts from the assets of the
Sentry Account as provided for by the SILIC Contracts originally issued
through the SILIC Account and proposed to be transferred to and
supported by the Sentry Account.
