1985 LOST AND STOLEN SECURITIES PROGRA~ STATISTICS AVAILABLF. 

The 1985 aggregate dollar value of certificates reported as lost, missing, stolen or 
counterfeit under the Commission's Lost and Stolen securities program totaled 
$1,943,586,806, a 19% increase over 1984. The data base, operated and maintained by
the Securities Information Center (SIC), currently contains information on certifi
cates with a market value of approximately $10 billion. The dollar value of lost,
missing, stolen or counterfeit securities located through the Commission's program in 
1985 totaled $15,436,913, a decrease of approximately 3% from the 1984 dollar value 
of $15,947,001. SIC also received inquiries about 3,029,304 certificates during
1985, an increase of approximately 14% over the 1984 figure. (Press Release 86-22)

ADMINISTRATIVE PROCEEDINGS 

MICHEL ERLICHSON BARRED 

The Commission announced that in a public administrative proceeding, Michel Erlichson, 
a former credit manager of Nomura Securities International, Inc., submitted an Offer 
of Settlement which the Commission accepted. Erlichson, without admitting or denying
the findings, consented to an Order Making Findings and Imposing Remedial Sanctions 
which finds that he wilfully violated and wilfully aided and abetted violations of the 
antifraud and margin provisions. The Order also finds that from about April 1983 to 
about February 1984, Erlichson, in collusion with a Nomura customer and the customer's 
two principals, placed orders to purchase and sell approximately $19,800,000 worth of 
securities at Nomura and various other broker-dealers without paying for or intending
to pay for the securities involved, or by delivering payment in the form of at least 
nine checks, totalling approximately $8,600,000, which were returned unpaid. 

The Commission barred Erlichson from association in the securities industry provided 
that: (a) after three years, he may apply to become associated with a registered
entity in a non-supervisory, non-proprietary, non-managerial capacity not involving
credit functions; and (b) after five years, he may apply to become associated with a 
registered entity in any capacity. (ReI. 34-23078) 

DECISION DENYING BROKER-DEALER REGISTRATION 
TO NEW CAPITAL PROPERTIES FLORIDA, INC. FINAL 

The decision of an administrative law judge denying the application of New Capital
Properties Florida, Inc., doing business as New Capital properties, of North Miami 
Beach, Florida, for registration as a broker-dealer has become final. 

According to the law judge's decision, Ira Sands, New Capital's principal officer 
and sale shareholder, was convicted of mail and wire fraud in 1981 and disbarred in 
1982 from the practice of law in New york. New Capital's application for registration
failed to make accurate disclosure concerning Sands' conviction and failed to disclose 
his disbarment. (ReI. 34-23081) 

ClYiLPROCEEDINCS 

MICHEL ERLICH SON ENJOINED 

The New York Regional Office announced that on March 17 Judge shirley Wohl Kram, U.S. 
District Court for the Southern District of New York, signed a Final Judgment of Per
manent Injunction by Consent against Michel Erlichson of Brooklyn, New York. The 
Judgment enjoins Erlichson from further violations of the margin and antifraud provi
sions of the securities laws. The Judgment also ordered Erlichson to provide a copy
of the Judgment to brokers with which he proposes to open accounts or entities with 
which he establishes delivery-versus-payment or receive-versus-payment arrangements.
Erlichson consented to the injunction without admitting or denying the allegations
of the Commission's complaint. (SEC v. ITC Inc., et al., 85 Civil 6933 [SWK] SONY). 
(LR-ll043) 

TEMPORARY RESTRAINING ORDER ISSUED 
AGAINST THE SPANr.LER GROUP, INC. AND MARK E. SPANGLER 

The commission today announced that on April 11 Judge William G. Young, U.S. District 
Court for the District of Massachusetts, issued a temporary restraining order enjoin
ing The Spangler Group, Inc. (TSG), a Boston-based investment adviser, and Mark 
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Emerson Spangler (Spangler), its president, from further violations of the registra
tion and antifraud provisions of the Investment Advisers Act of 1940. The order also 
enjoins TSG and Spangler from, among other things, (1) holding, controlling or 
possessing the funds or securities of TSG's clients; and (2) withdrawing funds or 
securities from any account in which a client of TSG has an interest. 

The temporary restraining order was issued upon a motion by the Commission filed on 
April 11 at the same time the Commission filed a complaint against TSG and Spangler
seeking injunctive and other equitable relief. 

In its complaint and accompanying papers filed in support of the Commission's motion 
for a temporary restraining order, the Commission alleged that TSG and Spangler,
which have approximately 150 clients and $25 million under management, violated the 
Investment Advisers Act by, among other things, forging an Arthur Young auditor's 
opinion and making material misrepresentations to clients and prospective clients as 
to Spangler's educational background and as to TSG's past investment performance.
(SEC v. The Spangler Group, Inc. and Mark Emerson Spangler, USDC DMA, Civil Action 
86-1157-Y). (LR-l1055) 

INVESTMENT COMPANY ACT RELEASES 

PROVIDENT MUTUAL LIFE INSURANCE COMPANY OF PHILADELPHIA 

A notice has been issued giving interested persons until May 6 to request a hearing
on an application by Provident Mutual Life Insurance Company (PMLIC) et al., for an 
order granting exemptions from Sections 2(a)(32), 2(a)(35), 12(d)(1), 22(c), 26(a)(2), 
27(c)(1), 27(c)(2), 27(d) and 27(f) of the Investment Company Act and Rules 6e-2(b)
(1), 6e-2(b)(12), 6e-2(b)(13)(iii), 6e-2(b)(13)(iv), 6e-2(c)(4) and 22c-1. The exemp
tions will permit investment by PMLIC's separate accounts of premiums from certain 
single premium and modified premium variable life insurance contracts (and substan
tially similar contracts to be issued by Applicants in the future) in an underlying
unit investment trust, and to permit the issuance of the single premium contract con
taining a contingent deferred sales load. With reference to the single premium con
tract, Applicants request such exemptions to also permit a charge against the assets 
of the separate accounts for the cost of insurance protection and to permit the sepa
rate accounts to hold investment securities in book-entry form without PMLIC acting
as a formal trustee.
