Rules of practice against Carl Wright and Lewis Herman, certified public accountants 
and partners in a regional certified public accounting firm in Independence, Missouri. 
The Opinion and Order permanently denies Wright and Herman the privilege of appearing
or practicing before the Commission. They are permitted to apply to resume such 
appearance or practice after three years provided that certain requirements are met 
including that their work before the Commission be reviewed in a manner acceptable to 
the staff of the Commission. Wright and Herman submitted Offers of Settlement in 
which they consented to the Order without admitting or denying the facts, findings or 
conclusions set forth therein. 

The Opinion and Order is based upon permanent injunctions entered, in an action 
brought by the Commission, against wright and Herman to which they consented without 
admitting or denying the allegations the Commission's complaint. The complaint
alleged, among other things, that wright and Herman violated the securities laws in 
connection with the preparation of materially false and misleading financial state
ments for The Midwestern companies, Inc. (ReI. 34-23168; AAER-97) 

PROCEEDINGS INSTITUTED AGAINST THOMAS W. TIERNEY 

The Commission issued an order Instituting Proceedings and Opinion and Order Imposing
Remedial Sanctions in administrative proceedings under Rule 2(e) of the Commission's 
Rules of Practice against Thomas W. Tierney, an attorney who practices in Kansas City,
Missouri. The Opinion and Order permanently denies Tierney the privilege of appearing
or practicing before the Commission. He is permitted to apply to resume such appear
ance or practice after three years.

CIVIL PROCEEDINGS 

RONALD WJl.LKER, OTHERS NAMED IN CIVIL ACTION 

The Commission filed an action for injunctive relief on April 22 in the U.S. District 
court for tbe Western District of Missouri against Ronald Walker, Carl wright, Lewis 
Herman, Thomas Tierney, Ira palmer, Tim Compton, and Carl Keller, Jr., formerly
officers, directors or major shareholders of The Midwestern Companies, Inc. Wright,
Herman, Ti~tney, palmer, Compton and Keller consented to Final Judgments without 
admitting or denying the allegations in the Commission's complaint. 

The corr.p la in t alleged that: (1) Walker, wright, Herman and Tierney violated the 
antifrauj and periodic reporting provisions of the Securities Exchange Act of 1934; 
121 Walker and Tierney violated the registration provisions of the Securities Act of 
1333; (3) Palmer and compton had violated the registration provisions of the Securi
ties Act and antifraud provisions of the Securities Act and Exchange Act; and (4)
Keller violated the registration provisions of the Securities Act. 

Tierney agreed to disgorge $165,000 which the Commission alleged represented improper
profits from Tierney's transactions in Midwestern stock while in possession of mate
rial, non-public information regarding Midwestern. (SEC v. Ronald R. walker, et aI,
T]SDt:IvDMO, Civil Action No. 86-0523-CV-W-6). (LR-l1071: AAER-96)
