NOTICE OF PROPOSED RULE CHANGE

The National Association of Securities Dealers, Inc., the New York, Midwest, Pacific
and Philadelphia Stock Exchanges have filed proposed rule changes (SR-NASD-85-9;
SR-NYSE-86-3; SR-MSE-86-2; SR-PSE-86-6; SR-Phlx-86-10) to conform their arbitration
procedures to the recent amendments made to the uniform arbitration code by the Secur-
ities Industry Conference on Arbitration. Publication of the proposal is expected to
be made in the Federal Register during the week of May 5. (Rel. 34-23211)

APPROVAL OF PROPOSED RULE CHANGE

The Commission approved a proposed rule change filed by the Chicago Board Options
Exchange, Inc. (SR~CBOE-86-7) that establishes a six-month foreign currency options
incentive program that provides credits to market makers that can be applied to
exchange dues and fees, based on the number of their off-floor order trades in foreign
currency options.

IMMEDIATE EFFECTIVENESS OF PROPOSED RULE CHANGE

The National Association of Securities Dealers, Inc. filed a proposed rule change
which became effective upon filing under Section 19(b)(3)(A) of the Securities
Exchange Act of 1934. The proposal (SR-NASD-86-11) amends Schedule D, Part VI B(1) of
its by-laws to increase the maximum annual fee chargeable to issuers for securities
authorized for inclusion in the NASDAQ system from $2,500 to $4,000. Imposition of
the new maximum annual fee will be delayed until June 1, 1986. (Rel. 34-23213)
