The Fort Worth Regional Office announced that the Commission approved the appointment
of Michael A. Rodriguez as Assistant Regional Administrator in charge of the Houston
Branch Office to become effective immediately.

CIVIL PROCEEDINGS

COMPLAINT NAMES SILVERSTEIN FINANCIAL SERVICES, INC.
AND RICHARD M. SILVERSTEIN

The Los Angeles Regional 0Office filed a complaint on April 22 in the U.S. District
Court for the Central District of California against Silverstein Financial Services,
Inc. (SFS), a registered broker-dealer and investment adviser, and Richard M. Silver-
stein (Silverstein), formerly a registered investment adviser, now the sole owner of
SFS.

Simultaneously, the Commission filed consents to orders of permanent injunction where-
by SFS and Silverstein, without admitting or denying the allegations in the Commis-
sion's complaint, agreed to be enjoined from further violations of the antifraud and
recordkeeping provisions of the Investment Advisers Act of 1940, the registration and
antifraud provisions of the Securities Act of 1933, and the antifraud provisions of
the Securities Exchange Act of 1934.

The complaint alleges that from at least 1979 through February 1985, SFS and Silver-
stein raised approximately $6.5 million through the offer and sale of unregistered
securities, namely limited partnership interests, in 22 limited partnerships. 1In
connection with the offer and sale of these securities, SPS and Silverstein failed to
disclose, among other things, the nature of the risks associated with the securities
and the loaning of funds among limited partnerships. (SEC v. Silverstein Financial
Financial Services, Inc. and Richard M. Silverstein).
