ADMINISTRATIVE PROCEEDINGS

DENNIS B. LEVINE BARRED

The Commission instituted public administrative proceedings against Dennis Levine
under Section 15(b)(6) of the Securities Exchange Act of 1934. Simultaneous with the
institution of these proceedings, Levine submitted an Offer of Settlement for the
purpose of disposing of the issues raised by these proceedings.

In accepting Levine's Offer of Settlement, the Commission found that Levine had been
permanently enjoined by the U.S. District Court for the Southern District of New York
from future violations of the antifraud provisions [Sections 10(b) and 14(e)} of the
Exchange Act and rules and regulations thereunder. Based upon these findings, the
Commission ordered that Levine be barred from association with any broker, dealer, in-
vestment advsier, investment company or municipal securities dealer. (Rel. 34-231300)



CIVIL PROCEEDINGS

PERMANENT INJUNCTION ENTERED AGAINST DENNIS LEVINE, OTHERS

The Commission announced on June 5 the resolution of SEC v. Dennis Levine, a/k/a

Mr. Diamond, Diamond Holdings, S.A., International Gold, Inc, and Bernhard Meier,

86 Civ. 3726 (SDNY) (RO) as to three defendants. Pursuant to a Final Judgment entered
by U.S. District Judge Robert Owen, Southern District of New York, Dennis Levine,
Diamond Holdings, S.A. and International Gold, Inc. consented to a permanent injunc-
tion against future violations of the antifraud provisions of the Securities Exchange
Act of 1934 (Section 10(b) and 14(e) and the rules and regulations) without admitting
or denying the allegations of the Commission's complaint. Levine is ordered to
repatriate and disgorge all of the monies he has on deposit at his Bahamian bank,
approximately $10.6 million. Further, Levine will disgorge additional assets of a
value of approximately $1 million. All of the funds disgorged will be paid into a
fund to be maintained by a court appointed receiver and will be distributed under a
court approved plan.
