CIVIL PROCEEDINGS

HYBILONICS, INC. NAMED IN COMPLAINT

The Commission on June 18 filed a complaint in the U.S. District Court for the
District of Columbia against Hybrilonics, Inc., a manufacturer of microcircuits
in Niagara Falls, New York. The complaint alleges violations of the reporting
provisions of the federal securities laws and seeks a Judgment of Permanent
Injunction and Other Equitable Relief.

The Commission alleges that Hybrilonics continued violative conduct over several
years, failed to file its 10-~-K annual report for fiscal year ended August 31, 1985,
‘its 10-Q quarterly reports for fiscal guarters ended November 30, 1985 and Febru-

ary 28, 1986, filed an incomplete 8-K current report, filed late annual, quarterly,
and current reports and failed to file Notifications of Late Filing. The Commission
regquests that the court order Hybrilonics to file its delinguent annual and quarterly
reports and to enjoin Hybrilonics from further violations of the reporting provisions
of the Federal securities laws. (SEC v. Hybrilonics, Inc., USDC Civil Action 86-
1707)(LR-11132)

COMPLAINT FILED AGAINST OLAV JORE, HOWARD MANN, AND ROBERT H. EVANS

The Chicago Regional Office announced that on June 12 a complaint was filed in the
U.S. District Court for the Northern District of Illinois against 0Olav Jore, Howard
Mann, and Robert H. Evans, alleging violations of the registration and antifraud
provisions of the Federal securities laws. On June 12, 1986, Judge Ann Claire
Williams entered Orders of Permanent Injunction restraining Jore and Evans from
further violations of the Federal securities laws. Jore and Evans consented to the
entry of the orders without admitting or denying the allegations of the complaint.
Mann has twenty days from the filing of the complaint to answer the allegations.

The Commission's complaint alleged that Jore, Mann, and Evans violated the Federal
securities laws in the offer and sale of fractional undivided interests in about 37
oil and gas wells held by JEM 0il Company. The complaint further alleged that from
about 1979 through about 1983 Jore, Mann, and Evans made untrue statements of mater-
ial facts in the sale nationwide of about $5.2 million of these securities to appro-
ximately 250 investors. (SEC v. Olav Jore, et al, N.D. Il1l., No. 86C 4238, filed
June 12, 1986)(LR-11133)
