DAVID JAMES RAPAPORT DEFAULTS

The New York Regional Office announced that in administrative proceedings ordered
under Sections 15(b) and 19(h) of the Securities Exchange Act of 1934, the Commission
issued Findings and Order Imposing Remedial Sanctions by Default against David James
Rapaport. Rapaport, formerly a general partner of a registered broker-dealer, failed
to answer the Order Instituting Proceedings and, therefore, was in default.

On the basis of the Order Instituting Proceedings, the Commission found that on June
19, 1985, Rapaport was convicted in U.S. District Court, upon a plea of guilty, of
filing a false tax return. The Commission ordered that Rapaport be barred from asso-
ciating with any broker, dealer, investment company, investment adviser, or municipal
securities dealer. (Rel. 34-23310)

PROCEEDINGS INSTITUTED AGAINST FRANK MANDERS

The Commission instituted public proceedings against Prank Manders under Sections
t15(b) and 19(h) of the Securities Exchange Act of 1934. The Order for Proceedings
alleges that Manders wilfully violated and aided and abetted violations of the regis-
tration and antifraud provisions of the Securities Act of 1933 and the antifraud pro-
visions of the Exchange Act. The Order alleges that from at least January 1983 to
about October 5, 1984, Manders engaged in the offer and sale of unregistered securi-~
ties in the form of secured and unsecured promissory notes of Newman Companies, Inc.
Approximately $11.4 million was raised from about 800 investors through these offer-
ings. The Order also alleges that Manders made and caused to be made to investors
material misrepresentations and omissions regarding: the use of investor proceeds;
the financial condition of Newman Co.; and the first mortgages on land collateralizing
the secured promissory notes. (Rel. 34-23351)
