securities free of any lien. Securities Exchange Act Rule lSc3-1 would be amended to 
require a broker-dealer to deduct from net worth in computing net capital certain 
amounts that relate to repurchase and reverse-repurchase agreements where the broker-
dealer is in a deficit position. Rule 15c3-1 would be amended to raise the net capital
required of a broker-dealer that obtains substantial leverage as a result of reverse-
repurchase agreements. Rule 15c3-1 would be further amended to provide that any
receivable from an unregistered affiliate be deducted from net.worth, unless the 
affiliate makes available its books and records to the Commission and its Designated 
Examining Authority.

FINAL JUDGMENT OF PERMANENT INJUNCTION ENTERED BY DEFAULT 
AGAINST HOLLIS B. REED 

The Chicago Regional Office announced that on August 13 Judge John D. Ho1schuh, U.S. 
District Court for the Southern District of Ohio, Eastern Division, entered a Pinal 
Judgment and Order of Permanent Injunction by Default against Hollis B. Reed, enjoin
ing him from future violations and aiding and abetting violations of the registration
and antifraud provisions of the Securities Act of 1933 and the antifraud and broker-
dealer registration provisions of the Securities Exchange Act of 1934. The Final 
Judgment was entered after Reed failed to file an answer to the Commission's complaint. 

The March 27 complaint alleged that from January 1982 through July 1983, Reed raised 
$3.3 million from approximately 178 investors through the sale of unregistered secur
ities in the form of fractional undivided interests in nine oil and gas wells. The 
complaint further alleged that in connection with these sales, Reed made and caused 
to be made to investors, material misrepresentations and omissions concerning the 
return on the investment, the use of proceeds, the risks associated with the invest
ment, the expenses associated with drilling the wells and the compensation received 
by Reed. Additionally, the complaint alleged that Reed acted as an unregistered
broker. (SEC v. Ho11is.B. Reed, Civil Action No. C2-86-0338, filed March 27, 1986).
