CIVIL PIOCEEDIIIS . 
FINAL JUDGMENT EHTEREDAGAINST L.	 GLENN NAPF 

The Commission announced that on September 10 the U.S. District Court for the District 
of Columbia entered a Final Judgment of Permanent Injunction against L. Glenn Naff,
enjoining him from violations of the reporting provisions concerning ownership of stock 
of the Securities Exchange Act of 1934. Naff consented to the Final Judgment without 
admitting ordenyihg any of the allegations in the Commission's complaint. 

The complaint, filed simultaneously with Naff's Consent, alleged that Naff accumulated 
more than five percent of the outstanding common stock of Martin Processing, Inc. 
(MPI), by at least July 1981, but failed to file timeiy with the COJIDDissiona state
ment on Schedule 13D, and prompt amendments thereto, with respect to his purchases
and other material events. Subsequent to that time, Naff continued to buy and sell 
MPI common stock and obtained trading authority over several accounts that also bought
and sold NPI stock. Naff did not properly file a Schedule 130 until August 1985,
which disclosed that he had personal ownership of approximately 9.5' of the outstand
ing stock of MPI, and trading authority over accounts in the names of individuals 
that held an additional 8'. (SEC v. L. Glenn Naff, 86 Civ. '2512, USDC DC, filed Sep
tember 10, 1986). (LR-11212)
