The Final Judgments enjoin Jordan and Mulhall from: (1) violating the antifraud provi-
sions of the securities laws; falsifying any books or records required to be maintained
by Section 13(b) {2) (A) of the Exchange Act; (2) making false statements to an accoun-
tant in connection with any audit required by Section 13(b) (2) of the Exchange Act or
the preparation of any report required to be filed with the Commission; (3) using mis-
leading proxy materials; (4) aiding and abetting violations of the books and records,
accounting controls, and reporting provisions of the Exchange Act; and (5) acting as
officers or directors of any issuer of publicly-traded securities for five years.
