Candelaria, the Anshens, Miranti and Talbot are also charged with violations 
of the antifraud provisions of the securities laws in connection with several schemes 
to misappropriate Teldata stock worth in excess of $5 million. In addition, Teldata,
Candelaria and Miranti are charged with violations of the issuer reporting provisions: 
Charles Anshen and Cande1aria are charged with making misrepresentations to Teldata's 
auditors: and Candelaria and Miranti are charged with stock ownership reporting viola
tions.
