CHAROLETTE AND EDWARD GARRITY IMPRISONED
FOR CIVIL CONTEMPT

The Chicago Regional Office announced that on September 16 Judge Robert A. Grant,

U.S. District Court for the Northern District of Indiana, South Bend Division, ordered
that Charolette and Edward Garrity be imprisoned for civil contempt for their failure
to disgorge as ordered $295,049 collected from investors in connection with a program
they operated known as International Diversified Corporation or IDC. On July 3, the
Garritys were held in civil contempt of the October 5, 1984 Order of Preliminary :
Injunction, previously entered against them, in connection with their fraudulent offer
and sale of the unregistered IDC securities. The Garritys were ordered to disgorge
$295,049 collected from IDC investors by September 16. They failed to comply with

the Court's July 3 order and failed to prove that it was impossible for thea to comply
with the Court's order; consequently, they were ordered to be imprisoned. (SEC v.
Charolette Garrity, et al,, Civil Action No. S84-0484, filed August 9, 1984).

RICHARD HIRSCHFELD PLEADS GUILTY TO CRIMINAL CONTEMPT

The New York Regional Office announced that on September 29 Richard Hirschfeld pled
guilty to criminal contempt in U.S. ex rel. SEC v. Richard Hirschfeld. This crmiinal
action arose from the Commission's prior clvil action against Hirschfeld. In November

1984 in SEC v. Champion Sports Management, Inc. and Richard Hirschfeld, Hirschfeld was
permanently enjoines from violations of antifraud provisions of the securities laws.
On June 26, the Commission's application for an Order to Show Cause was granted,

charging that Hirschfeld had wilfully violated the Champion injunction and an earlier
Court bench order.

On September 29, Hirschfeld withdrew his earlier plea of not guilty and pled guilty
to failing to disclose the Champion injunction in the 1984 and 1985 Annual Reports
filed with the Commission by Hirsch-Chemie Limited, a public company located in
Virginia of which he was an officer and director. Sentencing is scheduled for Novem-
ber 14. -(U.S. ex rel. SEC v. Richard Hirschfeld, 86 Cr. Misc. 1. [RIW], SDNY, Septem-
ber 29, 1986).
