ADMINISTRATIVE PROCEEDINGS 

WALTER MERLE HEFFINGTON BARRED 

The Commission announced 
Sanctions against Walter 

that it has entered Findings and Order 
M. Heffington of Wichita Falls, Texas, 

Imposing Remedial 
in connection with 

an administrative proceeding. The Commission's Order was entered pursuant to an 
Offer of Settlement submitted by Heffington wherein he admitted the allegations
contained in the Order for Proceedings in which he consented to findings of violations and the sanctioned imposed. 

Upon consideration of the Order for Proceedings and the Offer of Settlement, the 
Commission found that from January 13, 1978 to at least August 27, 1981, Heffington 
was an associated person of a registered broker-dealer. The Commission further 
found that on May 29, 1981, following a jury trial, Heffington was found guilty of 
among other things, conspiracy to violate Section 1343 of Title 18, United States 
Code (fraud by wire), and, on June 26, 1981, he was sentenced to three years
imprisonment and fined $10,000. 

Based on the above findings and the Offer of Settlement, Heffington was barred from 
association with any broker-dealer, investment adviser, or investment company.

COMPLAINT FILED AGAINST PETER MUTH 

The New York Regional Office announced ,that on November 4 a complaint was filed 
in the U.S. District Court for the Southern District of New York seeking injunctive 
and other equitable relief aga~nst Peter Muth of Dix Hills, New York, for violations 
of the antifraud and tender offer provisions of the Securities Exchange Act of 1934. 

The complaint alleges that from December 1980 to April 1981, Muth purchased the 
securities of Buffalo Forge Company and Brookwood Health Services, Inc. on the 
basis of material, non-public information he-misappropriated during his employment
at Bowne of New York City, Inc., a financial printing firm. This information con
cerned proposed tender offers for the securities of Buffalo Forge and Brookwood. 

Simultaneously with the filing of the complaint, Muth consented, without admitting
or denying the allegations contained in the Commission's complaint, to the entry of 
a final judgment of permanent injunction and an order directing him to disgorge the 
profits which resulted from his alleged violative conduct. (SEC v. Peter Muth,
82 Civil 7317, S.D.N.Y., CLB). (LR-9808)
