IMPROPER ACTIVITIES DURING TENDER OFFER

On April 19 the Commission instituted and simultaneously settled cease and desist

proceedings against AutoLend Group Inc for fraudulent activities connected to tender

offer orchestrated by AutoLends former president and chairman of the board Nunzio

DeSantis

The Commissions Order Instituting Proceedings Order finds that in connection with

tender offer that was initiated in October 1996 and closed in April 1997 AutoLend



violated certain tender offer antifraud and reporting provisions 10b 13a

13e and 14e of the Securities Exchange Act of 1934 and Rules lOb-5 lOb-13 13a-1

13 a- 13 and 3e-4b thereunder of the federal securities laws The Order finds that

while the tender offer was pending AutoLend engaged in scheme to defraud

bondholders by failing to disclose secret agreement and sham transaction that

occurred during the tender offer through which straw party on behalf of AutoLend

agreed to purchase certain bonds under terms different than the tender offer and

negotiating with non-accepting bondholders terms different from the tender offer without

disclosing or extending such alternatives to all bondholders AutoLend consented to the

Cease and Desist Order without admitting or denying the findings in the Order Rel 34-

COMMISSION DENIES EAJA CLAIM OF RICHARD ADAMS

The Commission has denied the application of Richard Adams of Bloomfield New

Jersey for fees and expenses under the Equal Access to Justice Act EAJA Adams was

vice president and financial and operations principal of Graystone Nash Incorporated

formerly registered broker-dealer

Adams EAJA claim arose from the Commissions dismissal of its proceeding charging

that Adams had participated in fraudulent and manipulative scheme involving

Graystone initial public offerings and their aftermarkets The administrative law judge

had dismissed the case on the merits and further ruled that the proceeding was barred by

the statute of limitations contained in 28 U.S.C 2462 In dismissing the proceeding on

appeal the Commission did not reach the merits but simply cited the age of the case and

the fact that the Division of Enforcement did not oppose dismissal

The Commission rejected Adams EAJA claim as untimely The EAJA requires that

claims must oe filed within 30 days of final disposition of the underlying proceeding

Adams claim was not filed until 86 days after the proceedings against him had been

dismissed The Commission noted that in view of its determination that Adams claim

was not timely filed it was not reaching the issue of whether the Divisions position in

the underlying proceeding was substantially justified within the meaning of the EAJA

Roberts Jr The order instituting the proceedings Order bars Blackman and Roberts from

association wth any broker or dealer with the right to reapply for association after five

years to the appropriate self-regulatory organization or if there is none to the Commission
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The Commissions Order finds that Blackman and Roberts were associated as registered

representatives of Morgan Keegan Co Morgan Keegan broker-dealer registered with

the Commission The Order further finds that on March 16 2001 and March 26 2001 the

U.S District Court for the Middle District of Tennessee entered permanent injunctions

against Blackman and Roberts respectively prohibiting them from further violations of the

antifraud provisions of the Exchange Act

The permanent injunctions followed civil action initiated by the Commission on

November 16 1999 alleging that Blackman and Roberts engaged in insider trading in

violation of Section 10b of the Exchange Act and Rule lOb-5 thereunder in connection

with transactions in the securities of Mid Ocean Limited Mid Ocean Blackman and

Roberts consented to the entry of the permanent injunctions without admitting or denying
