Exchange Act The transactions arranged by Cassidy and TPG Capital related to an

eligibility rule issued by the NASD in January 1999 which required all companies that

displayed their stock quotations on the NASDs ov he-counter bulletin board to file

periodic reports including financial statements with the Commission by June 2000

Pursuant to the rule companies that did nqt meet the deadline would be removed from

the bulletin board

In settled cease and desist Order the Commission found that Cassidy and TPG Capital

arranged reverse mergers with issuers that faced possible delisting The Commission

found that in the course of providing these services Cassidy and TPG Capital made false

or misleading disclosures in documents filed with the Commission The Order also found

that between May 26 1999 and November 18 1999 Cassidy and TPG Capital filed

amended registration statements for five blank check companies that falsely stated that

the companies had not engaged in negotiations with specific entities regarding possible

business combination Further the Commissions Order found that of these

companies f.i periodic reports that falsely stated that the companies had engaged in

merger negotiations Without admitting or denying the Commissions findings TPG

Capital and Cassidy consented to the entry of the Order which required them to cease

and desist from violating Section 10b of the Exchai Act and Rule lOb-5 thereunder

and causing the violations of Section 13a of the Exchange Act and Rules 13a-13 and

2b-20 thereunder
