STATEMENT OF SEC CHAIRMAN HARVEY L. PITT

On December 20, the Securities and Exchange Commission Chairman Harvey L. Pitt issued the
following statement:

On behalf of the entire Securities and Exchange Commission, I want to express our deep
appreciation to the Congress for its passage earlier today of landmark legislation that reduces
excess and unfair fee collections on securities transactions, and offers pay parity to the
hardworking, and deserving, staff of the SEC. Those of us who serve at the Commission are
privileged to regulate our nation's capital markets, and enforce our federal securities laws. Our
staff works tirelessly and enthusiastically to promote and protect our markets and to ensure the
confidence of all investors that US capital markets are the fairest and best markets worldwide.

With the passage of this legislation, and assuming its enactment into law as well as its full
funding, we believe we will be able to continue to attract and retain outstanding staff. All of us
gladly acknowledge that government is a service business, and we are each pledged to having
the Commission represent a model of governmental efficiency and effectiveness. Pay
parity goes a long way toward making our pledge the public's reality.

PROGRAM TO MONITOR ANNUAL REPORTS OF FORTUNE 500 COMPANIES

Our Corporation Finance Division has determined to monitor the annual reports filed by all
Fortune 500 companies that file periodic reports with the Commission in 2002 as part of its
process of reviewing financial and non-financial disclosures made by public companies.
Through this process, the Division will focus on disclosure that appears to be critical to an
understanding of each company's financial position and results, but which, at least on its face,
seems to conflict significantly = with  generally accepted accounting principles or
Commission rules, or to be materially deficient in explanation or clarity. Where problems
are identified, the Division will select the filing for expedited review. As always, all companies
are encouraged to consult with our staff if there are questions concerning disclosure issues
before they file their reports. We and our staff are committed to prov1d1ng that assistance in a
timely fashion; our goal is to address problems before they happen.
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RULES AND RELATED MATTERS

ORDER APPROVING AMENDMENT TO JOINT-SRO PLAN ESTABLISHING
PROCEDURES UNDER RULE 11Acl1-5

The Commission has issued an order approving an amendment filed by the Chicago Board
Options Exchange to join the national market system plan establishing procedures for market
centers to follow in making reports available under Rule 11Acl-5. Publication of the
amendment is expected in the Federal Register during the week of December 24. (Rel. 34-

ORDER EXTENDING BROKER-DEALER EXEMPTION FROM SENDING FINANCIAL
INFORMATION TO CUSTOMERS

On December 20, the Commission issued an order extending for one year, until December 31,
2002, a conditional broker-dealer exemption from the requirement of Securities Exchange Act
of 1934 Section 17(e)(1)(B) and Rule 17a-5(c) to regularly send its balance sheet and certain
net capital information to customers. To take advantage of the exemption, a broker-dealer must
send its customers the net capital information and must provide its customers instructions for
obtaining its balance sheet on its web site or by dialing a toll-free number for a copy. The
current order (Exchange Act Release No. 42222, December 10, 1999) granted the exemption
for two years as a pilot program ending December 31, 2001. The Commission intends to
propose a rule amendment shortly which would make the relief permanent. For further
information, please contact Thomas McGowan, Assistant Director, Division of Market
Regulation, at (202) 942-4886.

ENFORCEMENT PROCEEDINGS

PROCEEDINGS INSTITUTED AGAINST ZION CAPITAL MANAGEMENT LLC AND
RICKY LANG

On December 20, the Commission instituted administrative and cease and desist proceedings
against Zion Capital Management LLC (Zion) and Ricky A. Lang, Zion's president, owner, and
sole employee. In the Order Instituting Proceedings, the Division of Enforcement (Division)
alleges that, in 1998, Zion, then a Colorado limited liability company and registered
investment adviser, and Lang, a resident of Lakewood, Colorado, allocated more profitable
trades to an entity in which Lang had a financial interest and more unprofitable trades to
Zion's sole advisory client. As a result, during a nine-month period, Zion's client lost more than
sixty percent of its investment while the entity in which Lang had an interest made a substantial
profit. The Division also alleges that Zion and Lang misrepresented their trading strategy
and methods for resolving conflicts of interest to investors in offering materials and in the
Form ADV Zion filed with the Commission.

The Division alleges that Zion's and Lang's conduct violated the antifraud provisions of
the Securities Act of 1933, the Securities Exchange Act of 1934, and the Investment Advisers
Act of 1940. It also alleges that Zion, aided and abetted by Lang, failed to keep adequate
records concerning, among other things, Zion's instructions for the allocation of trades. The
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Division is seeking a cease and desist order, dlsgorgement civil penalties, and remedial sanctions
against Zion and Lang.

A hearing will be scheduled before an administrative law judge to determine whether the
allegations contained in the Order are true, to provide Zion and Lang an opportunity to dispute
these allegations, and to determine what sanctions, if any, are in the public interest. (Rels. 33-

SEC CHARGES OHIO MAN WITH DEFRAUDING INVESTORS AND OPERATING
UNREGISTERED BROKERAGE; SEC ALSO ACTS TO PREVENT BANKRUPTCY
DISCHARGE

The Commission announced that today it filed a civil injunctive action in federal district court
in Columbus, Ohio accusing Dunyasha M. Yetts and his unregistered broker-dealer, Worldwide
Financial Group, Inc., of defrauding at least fourteen investors of approximately $1.8 million
from 1998 through early 2001. In a related action, the Commission also today filed a separate
complaint in United States Bankruptcy Court in Columbus, Ohio, where Yetts is a debtor,
seeking to prevent the discharge of a substantial portion of Yetts' indebtedness, approximately
$1.8 million, incurred through securities fraud.

According to the district court complaint, Yetts defrauded at least 14 customers of
" approximately $1.8 million in investment schemes that continued from 1998 through early
2001. Conducting  business individually and later through Worldwide Financial, Yetts
fraudulently induced customers to entrust him with funds by falsely representing that he would
invest their money in the stock market and other securities. Instead of investing those funds,
Yetts misappropriated or diverted the money for other purposes, including paying personal
and business expenses, making payments to earlier investors, and buying and selling
securities for his own account or for other accounts he controlled, including accounts
maintained in the name of his sports agency business, World Wide Sports Group, Inc. In an
attempt to conceal his misconduct, Yetts provided customers with materially false and
misleading periodic account statements that represented that Worldwide Financial had bought
and sold specific securities for their account. Yetts exploited inexperienced and financially
unsophisticated customers who relied on Yetts's purported superior knowledge and expertise.

The Commission's district court complaint charges that Yetts and Worldwide Financial
acted as unregistered securities broker-dealers in violation of Section 15(a) of the Securities
Exchange Act of 1934 (Exchange Act) and that both Yetts and Worldwide Financial
defrauded customers in violation of Section 17(a) of the Securities Act of 1933; Sections 10(b)
and 15(c) of the Exchange Act and Exchange Act Rules 10b-3, 10b-5 and 15c¢1-2. The district
court complaint further alleges that, as a control person of Worldwide Financial, Yetts is also
individually liable for all of that firms' misconduct.

The district court complaint also names two relief defendants: (i) World Wide Sports Group,
Inc., an Ohio corporation that Yetts used to operate his sports agency business, and (ii) Gordon
L. Yocom, a former business associate of Yetts. Yocom and World Wide Sports each received
investor funds as a result of Yetts' misconduct and are liable for the return of those monies.

MINNESOTA CORPORATION AND OFFICERS SETTLE OFFERING FRAUD CASE
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The Commission announced today that it has reached a settlement with Skyline Group, Inc.
(Skyline), a Minnesota corporation, its President, Robert L. Sheets (Sheets) and its C.F.O.
Mary A. West (West) (collectively, defendants), Sheets and West are married to each other
and reside in Shoreview, Minnesota.

The Commission filed a complaint-in the U.S. District Court for the District of Minnesota
against the defendants on June 1, 2000, alleging that they violated the registration and antifraud
provisions of the federal securities laws while raising funds to finance a Native American
tribe's request to the Department of the Interior for return of land in the Chicago area for the
possible development of a casino.

The complaint alleged that Skyline issued unregistered promissory notes to investors pursuant to
private placement memoranda which provided that substantially all of the investment proceeds
would be expended on project expenses, including land reclamation, casino development and
working capital needs. In return, Skyline claimed it would share any profits generated by a
casino with investors. The complaint also alleged that over the four-year period from August
1995 to at least November 1999, Skyline, through Sheets and West, raised over $3 million
by selling unregistered promissory notes to the investing public. - The complaint further alleged
that instead of using all of the offering proceeds to finance the tribe's application, Sheets and
West purportedly borrowed over 40% of the $3 million raised to cover their own personal
expenses. Sheets and West claim to have taken the loans from Skyline in lieu of compensation.
The Commission did not allege that the Native American tribe engaged in any wrongdoing, that
the tribe was a victim of the alleged fraud, or that there was any wrongdoing associated with the
tribe's application to the Department of Interior.

The defendants have agreed to withdraw their denials and defenses to the complaint and to settle
the Commission's action. The defendants have consented, without admitting or denying the
allegations of the complaint, to the entry of a judgment that permanently enjoins them from
any future violations of Sections 5(a), 5(c) and 17(a) of the Securities Act of 1933, Section 10(b)
of the Securities Exchange Act of 1934, and Rule 10b-5 promulgated thereunder. The
judgment orders the defendants to pay $1.43 million in disgorgement and prejudgment
interest, but waives payment of such disgorgement and prejudgment interest, and does not
assess a civil penalty, based upon the defendants' sworn statements demonstrating their inability
to pay. The judgment also orders Sheets and West to pay Skyline investors back their
investment fully from any future profits Sheets and West receive from the casino development
stage of the Skyline project. [SEC v. Skyline Group, Inc., Robert L. Sheets, and Mary A. West,

SEC HALTS FRAUDULENT CD OFFERING BY MEN IN HOUSTON AND DALLAS

On December 20, at the Commission's request, Judge Kendall of the United States District
Court in Dallas, issued a temporary restraining order halting an on-going securities scam which
targeted senior citizens and involved the sale of bogus certificates of Deposit (CDs). The
Court also issued an order freezing the assets of one of the defendants and a company which he
controlled.

In its action, the Commission accuses Richard T. Taylor, doing business in Houston as
Transworld Bankers, and Kevin M. Devoto, doing business in Dallas as First Fidelity Financial
of offering bogus CDs to the general public through newspaper advertisements. Taylor and
Devoto lured their investors with promises of above-market rates on 30-month CDs
purportedly issued by either Chase Bank (now J.P. Morgan Chase) or NationsBank (now
Bank of America). In fact, Taylor either did not purchase the CDs or he purchased short-term
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CDs with much lower interest rates, which he subsequently liquidated, transferring the funds
into accounts that he controlled. At least $100,000 was transferred into the bank account of GRI
Group, Inc. (GRI), a company owned by Taylor. Taylor used investor funds to make Ponzi
payments of interest and principal to investors. Taylor owes at least $1 million to investors.

The Commission's complaint charges Taylor with antifraud violations of Section 17(a) of the
Securities Act of 1933, and Section 10(b) of the Securities and Exchange Act of 1934 and Rule
10b-5 thereunder. Taylor and Devoto are charged with securities registration violations of
Sections 5(a) and 5(c) of the Securities Act. Devoto is further charged with violations of
Section 15(a) of the Exchange Act, by acting as unregistered broker. The complaint seeks a
temporary restraining order, preliminary and permanent injunctions, an asset freeze (as to Taylor
and GRI), interim accounting, disgorgement with prejudgment interest and a civil money
penalty against each defendant and the relief defendant. Finally, the Commission seeks an
order prohibiting the destruction of books and records, and expedited discovery - all of which
the Court granted. [SEC v. Richard T. Taylor, individually and doing business as Transworld

INVESTMENT COMPANY ACT RELEASES

ROBERT W. BAIRD & CO. INCORPORATED

A notice has been issued giving interested persons until January 14, 2002, to request a hearing
on an application filed by Robert W. Baird & Co. Incorporated (Baird) for an order that would
amend a prior order that exempts Baird from the provisions of Section 9(a) of the Investment
Company Act.

AXA PREMIER FUNDS TRUST, ET AL.

A notice has been issued giving interested persons until January 15, 2002, to request a hearing
on an application filed by AXA Premier Funds Trust, et al. for an order that would grant relief
from Sections 10(f), 12(d)(3), 17(a), and 17(e) of the Investment Company Act and from Rule
17e-1 under the Act. The order would permit certain registered open-end management
investment companies advised by several investment advisers to engage in principal and
brokerage transactions with a broker-dealer affiliated with one of the investment advisers and
to purchase securities in certain underwritings. The transactions would be between the broker-
dealer and a portion of the investment company's portfolio not advised by - the adviser
affiliated with that broker-dealer. The order also would permit these investment companies not
to aggregate certain purchases from an underwriting syndicate in which an affiliated person of
one of the investment advisers is a principal underwriter. Further, applicants request relief to
permit a portion of an investment company's portfolio to purchase securities issued by a broker-
dealer, which is an affiliated person of an investment adviser to another portion, subject to
the limits in Rule 12d3-1 under the Act. (Rel. IC-25323 - December 20)

SCANA CORPORATION

A supplemental order has been issued authorizing a proposal by SCANA Corporation
(SCANA), a registered holding company, SCANA's public utility subsidiary companies,
Public Service Company of North Carolina, Inc. (PSNC), South Carolina Electric & Gas
Company, and South Carolina Generating Company, Inc.; and SCANA's nonutility subsidiary
companies, through February 11, 2003, to increase the SCANA system's overall financing
authority to $3.85 billion, by increasing PSNC's authority to issue and sell long-term debt from
