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COMMISSION ANNOUNCEMENTS 

SEC AND IMRO ISSUE DECLARATION ON INSPECTIONS 

The U.S. Securities and Exchange Commission and the U.K. Investment 
Management Regulatory Organization (IMRO) today issued a joint
Declaration on Cooperation and Supervision of Cross-Border Investment 
Management Activity. IMRO is a self-regulatory organization in the 
United Kingdom that has primary responsibility for the supervision of 
investment advisers within the U.K. 

The Declaration gives the SEC a new mechanism to obtain information 
about registered investment advisers located abroad and thereby improve 
its ability to oversee their operations. There are currently 115 
investment advisers registered with the SEC that are also members of 
IMRO with approximately $270 billion under management. The United 
Kingdom thus has the largest number of U.S. registered advisers in any
one country outside of the United States. (Press ReI. 95-80)
