ADMINISTRATIVE PROCEEDINGS 

COMMISSION SANCTIONS GREGORY MUMTAZ HASHO FOR FAILURE REASONABLY TO 
SUPERVISE 

The Commission has settled administrative proceedings previoUSly
instituted against Gregory Mumtaz Hasho pursuant to Sections l5(b) and 
19(h) of the Securities Exchange Act of 1934. Hasho, without admitting
or denying the findings, consented to the issuance by the Commission of 
an Order which makes findings that from in or about May 1988 to in or 
about January 1990 Hasho was the de facto branch manager of the Garden 
City, New York, branch office of J.T. Moran & Co., Inc., a now defunct 
broker-dealer. 



The Order finds that Hasho failed reasonably to supervise five 
registered representatives of J.T. Moran who made material misstatements 
of fact and omitted to state material facts in presentations to their 
customers, and engaged in unauthorized trading in customer accounts in 
violation of the antifraud provisions of the federal securities laws. 

The Order bars Hasho from association in a supervisory or proprietary
capacity with any Commission-regulated entity with a right to reapply
to be so associated after three years. The Order also requires Hasho 
to pay approximately $326,000 in restitution to certain customers of the 
five registered representatives. (ReI. 34-35942) 

HOLDING COMPANY ACT RELEASES 

AMERICAN ELECTRIC POWER COMPANY, INC., ET AL. 

An order has been issued authorizing a proposal by American Electric 
Power Company, Inc. (AEP) , a registered holding company, and AEP 
Generating Company (Generating), an electric public-utility subsidiary
of AEP. AEP and Generating propose that through December 31, 1996: 
Generating enter into an agreement with the City of Rockport, Indiana 
to issue up to $110 million of a series of pollution control revenue 
refunding bonds (Refunding Bonds) the proceeds of which will be used to 
redeem $55 million principal amount of Fixed Rate Pollution Control 
Revenue Bonds, 9-3/8% Series 1985 Bonds, due September 1, 2014, and $55 
million principal amount of Adjustable Rate Tender Pollution Control 
Revenue Refunding Bonds, Series 1985 Bonds, due September 1, 2014; and 
Generating provide some form of credit enhancement for the Refunding
Bonds, such as an irrevocable letter of credit, bond insurance policy,
Standby Purchase Agreement or other comparable obligation of a third 
party and pay a fee in connection therewith. (ReI. 35-26329) 

THE SOUTHERN COMPANY, ET AL. 

An order has been issued authorizing a proposal by The Southern Company,
a registered holding company, and its nonutility subsidiary companies,
Southern Electric International, Inc. and Mobile Energy Services 
Holdings, Inc. (Mobile Energy) (collectively, Applicants). Applicants
propose to effect certain changes to the ownership structure of an 
Alabama pulp and paper mill energy complex owned by Mobile Energy and 
to change related financing and credit support arrangements. (ReI. 35
26330) 

MISSISSIPPI POWER COMPANY 

A supplemental order has been issued authorizing a proposal by
Mississippi Power Company (Mississippi) , a wholly owned electric public-
utility subsidiary company of The Southern Company, a registered holding 
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company. Mississippi is authorized to enter into financing agreements
related to revenue bonds in amounts aggregating up to $25 million. 
Mississippi is also authorized to refinance certain pollution control 
equipment in connection with the issuance by the Mississippi Business 
Finance Corporation of its Solid Waste Disposal Facilities Revenue 
Bonds, Series 1995, in an aggregate principal amount of $10.6 million 
(MBFC Bonds). Mississippi may issue a corresponding amount of its first 
mortgage bonds to secure payment of its obligations incurred in 
connection with the issuance of the MBFC Bonds. (ReI. 35-26331)
