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COHKISSION ANNOUNCEMENTS 

BLOCKED ASSETS AND PROHIBITED TRANSACTIONS WITH SIGNIFICANT NARCOTICS 
TRAFFICKERS 

On October 21, President Clinton signed an Executive Order entitled 
"Blocking Assets and Prohibiting Transactions with Significant
Narcotics Traffickers" (Order). The Order blocks all property subj ect 
to U.S. jurisdiction in which there is any interest of four principal
figures in the Cali drug cartel as well as other associated persons.
At the request of the Office of Foreign Assets Control (OFAC) of the 
U.S. Department of the Treasury (Treasury), the Commission is 
notifying broker-dealers and other registered entities of the issuance 
of this Order. If further information is required, OFAC has a

ENFORCEMENT PROCEEDINGS 

COMMISSION BARS MICHAEL NOVICK 

The Commission announced the entry of an Order Making Findings and 
Imposing Remedial Sanctions against Michael Herbert Novick (Novick)
and M.H. Novick & Company (Novick & Co.). The findings and sanctions 
are in accordance with an Offer of Settlement submitted by Novick and 
Novick & Co. whereby they consented to the Order, without admitting

or denying the findings. Pursuant to the Order and Offer, the 
Commission found that during the period from at least June ~989 until 
March ~990, Novick, the president and owner of Novick & Co., a now-
defunct broker-dealer, engaged in unauthorized trading of securities 
with a market value in excess of $~,OOO,OOO in at least four customer 
accounts. In addition, Novick made unauthorized option trades in at 
least three of his customers' accounts. Novick made affirmative 
misrepresentations to these customers in order to conceal his 
misconduct. Finally, Novick fraudulently pledged approximately
$225,000 worth of stock certificates to another client as purported
security for an investment. The Order further barred Novick from 
association in any capacity with any broker, dealer, municipal
securities dealer, investment company, or investment adviser and 
revoked Novick & Co.'S registration as an investment adviser. (ReI.
34-36408; IA-~53~) 

INVESTMENT COMPANY ACT RELEASES 

NORTHBROOK LIFE INSURANCE COMPANY, ET AL. 

An amended order has been issued pursuant to Section 6 (c) of the 
Investment Company Act exempting Northbrook Life Insurance Company
(Northbrook), Northbrook Variable Annuity Account II (Variable
Account), and Dean Witter Reynolds, Inc. (collectively, Applicants)
from the provisions of Sections 26(a) (2)(C) and 27(c) (2) of the Act. 
The amended order provides exemptions to the extent necessary to 
permit Northbrook to deduct a mortality and expense risk charge from 
the assets of the Variable Account in connection with the issuance and 
sale of certain deferred variable annuity contracts (Contracts).
Applicants proposed amending the Contracts to provide an enhanced 
death benefit and to deduct an increased mortality and risk charge in 
connection therewith. (ReI. IC-2~429 - October 20)
