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PREFACE

1. The science of filing involves the placing of papers in a file or
other receptacle by use of a simple and economical method, so as to
insure their preservation and production when required, and in what-
ever manner requested, within a minimum period of time. The basic
principle of filing involves the provision of certain definite clues for
locating the papers filed. It is primarily for this purpose that files
and systems of files are introduced.

2. The method of numbering and arranging the subjects in this
classification is based upon the Dewey Decimal System of Library
Classification devised by Mr. Melville Dewey. His system divided
the subjects of knowledge into not more than 10 main classes, repre-
sented by the Arabic numerals 0 to 9, both inclusive. These 10 classes
were each in turn subdivided into not more than 10 subclasses, and
in turn the 100 subclasses thus created were each divided into not
more than 10 divisions and so on. The numerals representing the 10
main classes in this volume are expressed in numbers of three digits,
as 000, 100, 200, 300, and so on to 900. The first digit to the left
represents a main class, the second digit represents a subclass of the
main class, and the third digit a division of the subclass. After the
subdivision of these numbers as hereinbefore provided has been ex-
hausted, further subdivision of the divisions is effected by affixing
additional digits to each number, separated therefrom by a decimal
point. Therefore, cach digit added to the right of a number repre-
sents a subdivision of the subject, represented by all the digits to the
left. The general subjects have first been treated, and then the
detailed features thereof derived in sequence as subclasses, divisions,
and subdivisions.

3. The two simplest symbols that can be used in systems of filing
are the Arabic 1, 2, 3, 4, etc., and the alphabetical a, b, ¢, etc. This
edition of the War Department Decimal File System is based upon the
use of both. .

4. The combination of the subject clues as given by the Arabic
characters with the name or specific project clue as given by the
alphabetical characters described provides for every contingency of
record kecping. It is economical in operation, provides elasticity,
makes a finer subdivision, and meets every requirement in whatever
manner it may be presented.

5. In the compilation of this book, it has been the aim to upset as
few of the prior classifications as was compatible with the principles
governing, viz, improvement, simplicity, and flexibility, and in cases
Wwhere changes have been made it is believed that they will produce

more satisfactory results.

INTRODUCTION

1. Purpose of classifications.—The classifications that are hereinafter
sct forth have been constructed with the view of their representing a
general subject index to the files of each office. The subject matter of
the paper determines the classification thereof (its file number) and
therefore its location in the file.

2. Subject content of general classes.—The nine (9) general classes
of the War Department Decimal File System in use are:

Class 000—General.

Class 100—Finance and accounting.

Class 200—Personnel.

Class 300—Administration.

Class 400—Supplies, services, and equipment.

Class 500—Transportation.

Class 600—Buildings and grounds.

Class 700—Medicine, hygiene, and sanitation.

Class 800—Rivers, harbors, and waterways.

Class 900—
i 3. Universal application of all general classes to War Department
Installations.—The use of any or all classes is not restricted to any
office or division thereof , but all of the nine classes named in paragraph
2 above may be used in any office.

4. A résumé as to the use and application of the subjects assigned
to the general classes or divisions of the files, listed in paragraph 2,
will be found on pages 5-15, inclusive.

5. Method used in speaking of classification numbers.—In thinking
Or speaking of the class numbers, to avoid confusion always divide at
the decimal point and name it, e. g., 470.4 should be read “four
Seventy point four.” The omission of the word “point’’ might readily
lead to a misinterpretation of 470.4 as 474, while “four seventy point
four” can never be misunderstood. v

_6. Addition of new numbers prohibited.—THE ADDITION OF
NEW NUMBERS OR DECIMAL SUBDIVISIONS IS PRO-
HIBITED. WHEN THE NECESSITY FOR ANY NEW NUM-
BERS OR DECIMAL SUBDIVISIONS OCCURS, A REPORT
WILL BE MADE TO THE ADJUTANT GENERAL OF THE
ARMY FOR CONSIDERATION.

7. Need for geographical and other subdivisions.—The decimal
classifications are designed to furnish sufficient breakdown for pur-
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poses of expansion or the prevention of congestion. On corre-
spondence which has general application the numerical classifications
will suffice for identification purposes. Subjects, however, are very
often associated with a certain person or place, ete., which furnishes a
very definite clue to aid in identification or search. In order to take
care of this association of facts, it is essential that the numerical
classification be combined with alphabetical subdivisions. These
clues are the same no matter what system of filing is used. They con-
sist of the names of places, individuals, commercial organizations,
governmental organizations, designated branches of the service,
designated units of the Army, etc., to which any or all of the subjects
as represented by the numerical part of the classification might apply.

8. Definite divisions in the files may be made to conform to each
class of clue. They may be designated as follows:

Geographical. (The names of places.)

Personnel. (The names of official personnel.)

Commercial. (The names of commercial concerns.)

Subject. (The names of subjects.)

Miscellaneous. (The names of organizations, divisions of the

Army, branches of the Government, ete.)

Cemeterial. (The names of deceased persons.)

Vessel. (The names of ships, boats, etc.)

When any of these classes is not needed by or adapted to the corre-
spondence of an activity, it will be omitted from the file set-up as
described above. Most Army files will require the Personnel Division,
the Subject Division, the Miscellaneous Division, and probably the
Commercial Division. In this type of file, when the Geographical
or Vessel clue is used, it may be assigned to the Miscellaneous Divi-
sion. A small field office will not require a Geographical Division
and may not require more than a Personnel and Subject Division for
its files.

9. Alphabetical and numerical arrangement of files.—The folders
in each of the above-named file divisions, with the exception of the
Subject Division, are arranged alphabetically according to the name
of place, person, firm, etc. Those in the Subject File Division are
arranged in numerical sequerite according to the decimal numbers
representing the various subjects filed therein.

10. Decimal arrangement within geographical and other files.—In
order to prevent congestion and to facilitate searching, it is necessary
to provide methods for subdividing files which are primarily arranged
according to this plan. In the Geographical, Miscellaneous, Vessel,
and Commercial Divisions, this is done by subdividing by the subject,
using the decimal classification for this purpose and arranging these
subdivisions in numerical order. The files pertaining to a particular
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place, etc., will thus have a separate folder for each separate subject.
These folders are designated by the decimal number followed by the
name of the place, etc., for example: 674 (Fort Bragg); translation:
Heating at Fort Bragg.

11. Assembling of cases and relation to one another.—In order to
facilitate service from the files, correspondence pertaining to each
separate transaction or “case’” will be attached to a separate backing
sheet. These cases will be arranged in the folder according to the
date on each separate case, with the latest case in front. An excep-
tion to this arrangement may be made when ‘“cases” are identified
by a symbol number, such as: requisitions, procurement authorities,
ete.

12. Personnel files.—In the Personnel and Cemeterial File Divi-
sions, there is no occasion for number subdivision and all papers will
be classified by the decimal number 201 or 293, as the case may be,
and attached to one backing sheet in one folder.

13. Alphabetical subdivision within classification numbers.—In the
Subject File Division necessary subdividing is provided by an alpha-
betical arrangement of sub-subjects covered by the decimal classifica-
tion for the general subject, for example: 431, which means “Meat and
Fish,” may be subdivided by the various kinds, and the folders
labeled, 431 (Turkeys), 431 (Pork); and, similarly 452.02 (B-17
Speed), 452.02 (B-17 Bomb load); ete.

14. This procedure is not a deviation from the decimal classifica-
tion, but is an extension of it to enhance its adaptability in meeting
expansion needs of all activities, and has the following advantages
over the primary numerical arrangement of files:

a. The definite clues necessary for searching are provided in the
most economical manner. No card index is necessary.

b. It makes a closer subdivision possible and provides for the
expansion of congested files. '

¢. Provision is made for the filing together of all correspondence
pertaining to one place, organization, individual, or subject.

d. There is sufficient elasticity to provide for each unforeseen
problem that may later arise.

15. Principles governing classification.—Practical experience dis-
closes the fact that many communications are of such character that
two or more subject or name clues are involved. In such cases the
Proper classification will be determined by deciding which is the most
definite, important, and concrete subject appearing in the correspond-
ence and provisions made for locating the possible or secondary clues
by preparation of cross-indexes. Indexes will be prepared on Q. M. C.

orm No. 351 as illustrated on page 17, or on a similar form. This
form will be prepared to show the file classification under which the
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cross-index is to be filed, a concise and succinet brief of the communi-
cation, and the file number under which the original paper is filed.
16. Index numbers on correspondence will be indicated under the
file number assigned to such correspondence on the thin or record
copy thereof by placing before such classifications a cross, thus:

210.31 (Fort Screven) Assignment of officers
X 201 (Smith, James, Major, CAC)
X 201 (Jones, John, 1st Lieutenant, CAC)

17. Correcting errors in classification.—When papers have been
classified and filed incorrectly, or when later developments have
brought together papers which have been filed under different heads,
Q. M. C. Form No. 357, as illustrated on page 18, or a similar form,
will be used.

18. Alphabetical index to manual and how used.—An alphabetical
index of all subjects herein is provided; however, when a subject is
found in the index, the classifier will consult the number classification
in relation to the other numbers in the same group in order to select
the one most appropriate for use. Consideration in this connection
will be given to the general class under which the selected number
comes in order to determine its appropriateness for use in connection
with the communication being studied.

19. Subjects not provided for in classification.—Subjects will un-
doubtedly arise in correspondence which have not been provided for
specifically by name in the number classification. There will be
found, however, subjects of a correlated or similar nature, or class, to
which they can be allocated.

20. Use of alphabetical subdivisions of existing classifications for
new subjects.—It will be noted that under certain general classes
specific subjects have been provided for alphabetical subdivisions if
necessary. For example, 413.8 lists various classes of machines. If
8 communication is received concerning a machine not listed, and
which, from its character, should be classified in this group, the number
413.8 will be assigned and the name of the machine written 1n paren-
theses, as, 413.8 (Tiering). Similarly, the classification 353 may be
extended parenthetically, as, 353 (Flight), to cover this type of train-
ing not now specifically listed. Instances will arise under many
other classifications to which this system of extension may be applied.
By this procedure unlimited extension and flexibility are introduced in
such subdivisions, and the addition of decimal numbers is avoided.

21. Entry of classification numbers on correspondence.—After the
subject of the communication has been determined, the proper file
classification will be entered on the right margin of the paper, about
one and one-half inches from the top, and will be duplicated on the
carbon copy thereof if one has been received. The office designation



or symbols will precede the file classification. For this purpose a
mortise stamp has proven very satisfactory.

22. Classification entries and component parts thereof.—The file
classification assigned to any communication consists not only of the
Arabic characters but includes all initials, explanatory phrases or
words used in connection therewith, all of which must be quoted
when reference is made thereto.

23. Verification procedures preparatory to filing.—Documents and
records will not be filed until all necessary action has been taken.
Before filing, observe the following points:

a. Examine records and documents and ascertain if all necessary
action has been taken.

b. Ascertain if necessary cross-references have been made.

¢. File no papers unless such action is authorized by a responsible
executive and such authorization is indicated by the mark
“file’” followed by the initials of the person authorizing same
and the date.

d. If a record is taken from the file, charge it to the person to
whom it is delivered for use.

24. Use of labels and guide cards.—Label the outside of each
drawer showing what classifications are to be filed therein. Insert
guide cards for every fifteen or twenty folders.

25. Filing procedures.—When files are placed in folders, the face
of the paper will be toward the front of the drawer, the left-hand
edge resting on the bottom of the file case.

The General Class is applicable for filing correspondence which is
80 general in its nature that it cannot be properly classified under any
of the other cight classes. A paper should not be classified by & num-
ber under this group until it has been definitely determined that there
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is no suitable number in any of the other groups, for example: A com-
munication which would designate or establish a certain date as a legal
holiday, such as: “That Thanksgiving will be celebrated the third
Thursday instead of the last Thursday in November” or “that
Armistice Day will hereafter be observed as a legal holiday”’, would be
classified 006; whereas, a communication relative to the excusing or
retaining of civilian employees on duty on a holiday would be classified
230.46. Gerteral correspondence relating to a fire, cyclone, hurricane,
or storm condition is covered under the 000.9 series; however, in
connection with damages to military reservations or buildings, the
correct number under the 600.97 series would be used, or, if in connec-
tion with rivers, harbors, and waterways, the correct number under
the 800.7 series would be used.

In connection with correspondence dealing with commercial firms,
the classification 004 will be used when the designation involves the
subject of commercial enterprises, projects, and plants, in general,
and policies and precedents relating thereto.

Particular attention will be given to the use of 008 for establishing
a precedent file in which may be filed copies or cross-references of
unusual cases which establish precedents, opinions, and policies which
may be valuable for future guidance of the office in similar cases. The
original papers will of course be classified by the decimal number
which most closely covers the subject to which it pertains, and cross-
references will be made to sub-subjects involved. The cross-references
or copies to be filed in the precedent file 008 will be subdivided in
accordance with the file numbers originally assigned and will be placed
in the file in numerical sequence with the smaller numbers in front.
Although provision is made under 016 for cross-references to decisions
and opinions, there is no objection to crossing these also to 008.

A new subject which may not have a decimal classification specifi-
cally assigned, and which does not appear sufficiently covered by the
Index to the War Department Decimal System, may be cross-refer-
enced to 009. The classification indicated on this cross-reference will
be 009, followed by the name of the subject, and the subjects arranged
in alphabetical sequence.

The classification 016 ‘‘Decisions and opinions’” will be used for
cross-references in connection with decisions from higher authority
on any subject. (See list of authorities indicated under this heading.)
These cross-references will be arranged in the same manner as is
recommended for filing precedent papers under 008.

The classification 020, followed by the name or title of the War
Department bureau or organization thereunder, will be used when the
communication relates to the gencral functions or organization of the
bureau, ete.
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The classification 040 will be used in connection with the name of an
Executive department or organization of the United States Govern-
ment except those to which specific classifications have been assigned.

It is understood, of course, that the classifications 020, 040, and 016,
followed by the name of the War Department bureau or the Executive
department may be arranged alphabetically behind these numbers, or,
if the file is set up in the divisions, as suggested in paragraph 8, it will
be arranged in numerical sequence together with number classifications
covering specific subjects concerning the bureau or department, for
example: A communication classified /‘ Treasury Department” will
be filed in the Miscellaneous Division of files in alphabetical relation
to all the other alphabetical subdivisions in that file. This will bring
together all folders bearing the classification ““ Treasury Department,”
such as: 016 (Trcasury Department), meaning decision by the Treas-
ury Department; 040 (Treasury Department), meaning general func-
tions of the Treasury Department or communications of such general
hature that a specific decimal classification cannot be assigned thereto;
400.331 (Treasury Department), meaning a loan of supplies to the
Treasury Department, etc.

The classification 060 includes maps, photographs, charts, and
tables. It will not be used, however, in connection with maps, charts,
etc., pertaining to buildings and grounds, rivers and harbors, etc.
A specific number under the 600 and 800 series has been provided
for this purpose.

The classification 070 “Inventions” may be used in the Subject File
followed by the name of the article or class of article invented; or it
may be followed by the name of an individual, commercial firm, ete.,
and filed in the Commercial Division of the file.

The classification 080 will be followed by the name of the society or
association concerned and filed in the Commercial Division of the files.

The classification 090 “Geographical and political divisions’ (social
and economical conditions, local affairs, ete., in connection therewith)
Iay be followed by the name of a country or government, etc., and
filed in the Geographical Division of the files. Numbers under this
class will be used in connection with subjects formerly classified under
the 336 class, which has been deleted. The subjects in this group are
aI?I)lica,ble to both civilian and military affairs. They deal primarily
with political, geographical, and economical conditions of countries.

When correspondence involves a specifically designated commercial
firm, corporation, factory, agency, or individual (not a Government
employee or an official), the classification number 095 will be used,
followed by the name of the commercial firm, individual, etc., and the
correspondence will be filed in the Commercial Division of the files.

This class includes all subjects of a fiscal nature, such as: Appro-
priations, disbursements, accounting for funds, accounting for property
and supplies, claims of all kinds, accounts, contracts and all subjects
incidental to contracts. The numbers of this class are used primar-
ily for cross-index purposes, but may be used for filing correspond-
ence of a general nature, such as: Methods and procedure for making
appropriations, disbursements of funds, accounting for property. etc.

The decimal numbers under the 110 and 120 class may be used in
connection with fiscal matters which pertain to a specific fiscal year,
for example: An estimate for appropriations for the fiscal yecar 1944
will be classified 111 (FY 1944), in order that all subjects relating to
appropriations, etc., for each fiscal year may be kept together as a
project. Papers bearing this classification will be filed in the Miscel-
laneous Division of the files and placed in the proper alphabetical
relation to other miscellaneous titles or names in that file.

The number 121.2 may be used in conjunction with the name of an
Army post or organization and identified by the number of the procure-
ment authority. However, it is advisable to file this class of communi-
cation on the subject covering the given purpose of the allotment and
cross-index to this classification.

The numbers under 150 have to do with claims and accounts, and
are used in conjunction with the names of commercial firms and in-
dividuals, and may be arranged alphabetically in a Commercial File
Division. In most files, 153, 158, and 159 are all that are necessary
in this connection. In the files of offices receiving large numbers of
railroad accounts, the breakdown under the 550 series should be used.

Although the numbers under the 160 series may be used when the
correspondence affects the manner, method, or general instructions
for letting or making contracts, it is preferable to use the specific classi-
fication designating the particular class of supply, building, or river

and harbor project concerned. If the segregation of correspondence
pertaining to the contract from other correspondence referring to the
transaction is desired, the process numbers under the various groups
may be used ; for example: Correspondence relative to the construction
of officers’ quarters at Fort Meade would be classified 625 (Fort
Meade); to segregate the correspondence relative to the contract, use
625-11 (Fort Meade). In some instances, it is advisable to use 161
followed by the name of the contractor. A cross-index under this
classification should always be made if the papers are filed elsewhere.

This group includes subjects pertaining to persons, either com-
missioned and warrant officers, enlisted men and flving cadets,
civilian employeces, and civilians. It covers all matters affecting pay
and allowances, discipline, including morals and conduct, trials by
courts martial, military prisons, questions of race, funerals and
burials.

The first two groups of this class, 200 and 201, are designed to take
care of subjects general to all classes of personnel covered by the
three groups immediately following, namely: 210 commissioned, 220
enlisted, and 230 civilian, for example: A communication pertaining
to the assignment of officers, enlisted men, and civilian employeces
would be classified 200.3; whereas, if the assignment of officers alone
were the subject of discussion, 210.31 would be used.

In order to maintain a complete personal record of each individual,
.the file number 201 will be used, followed by the name of a designated
individual who is the subject of a communication.

In the same manner, when necessitated by the functions of an office,
the file number 293, followed by the name of a designated individual
who is deceased, will be used.

The subclasses under any of the 200 series will be used in connection
With the general discussions and with policies and procedures, but
will not be used in conjunction with the name of an individual.

This class covers all matters pertaining to administration of the
Army, except discipline. It includes business methods and pro-
cedure, such as: Record systems, methods and forms of correspondence,
and means of communication; organization of the Army, including
tactical and geographical organizations; military control, efficiency
of troops, rosters and returns, inspection boards and councils, honors
and ceremonies, recruitment, education and training of all branches
of the Army, target practice, mancuvers, athletics, amusements,
aviation and aeronautics, employment and movement of troops, and
plans and preparations for war and peace.

The numbers under 300.3, 300.4, 300.5, 300.6, and 300.7 are used
primarily for index purposes, for example: Correspondence pertaining
to a change in an Army regulation which has to do with methods of
correspondence will be classified under the 312 series. A cross-
index will be made on 300.3, followed by the number of the Army
regulation, and may be placed in the file in numerical sequence.

The number 321 will be used followed by the name of the arm or
service, corps, or branch of the service, etc., when the subject of the
communication is of such general nature that it cannot be specifically
classified, or when a general cross-reference is desired. This may be
subdivided as illustrated in the following paragraph.

The subject number 322 is designed for use in connection with
activation and disbandment of organizations. It may also be used
when the subject involving an organization or tactical unit is of such
a general nature that it cannot be classified by a more specific subject
number. Usually this number will be used in conjunction with the
name of a type of organization or with the title of a designated organi-
zation, such as: 322 (Bombardment Group) or 322 (360th Bombard-
ment Group). If the file is set up in divisions, as suggested in para-
graph 8, it will be arranged in numerical sequence together with
number classifications covering specific subjects concerning the
specified organization, thus bringing together in the files all papers
pertaining to it, for example: The file arrangement of the 360th
Bombardment Group may be as follows:

The number 323.3 is designed to be used with the geographical
divisions of military departments, such as: Air bases, arsenals, posts,
depots, etc., when the subject of the communication is of such a
general nature that it cannot be classified by a more specific subject
number. This number together with its subdivisions will usually be
used in conjunction with the name of a geographical location and
filed in the Geographical Division of files, as illustrated in paragraph 8.

The first part of the 400 class is used for the different things that
may happen to or processes in connection with supplies and equip-
ment, such as: Selection, adoption, tests, purchase, sale, manu-
facture, distribution, ete.

The latter part of the 400 series designates the particular classes of
Supplies, such as: Building materials, hardware, machines, tools,
Instruments, subsistence, clothing, personal equipment, medical

supplies, horses, vehicles, airplanes, packing supplies, ammunition,
ete.

-Particular attention is invited to the use of 400.112 in connection
With tests and 400.1141 in connection with specifications. These
humbers may be used in conjunction with a name of a class of supply
Or article which will be arranged in alphabetical sequence, thereby
Providing a file of all specifications and materials tested.

The decimal number following the 400 or processing class may be
used in connection with the number specifically assigned to a particular
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type or class of material in order to specify a procedure in connection
therewith, for example:

451.1 Passenger cars

400. 5 Repairs and alterations (a process)

451.1-5 Repairs and alterations to passenger cars (the process

“applied to a specified material)

The process numbers should not be used except in cases of congested
files, where segregation will facilitate service, and where there is a
necessity for further subdivision.

It was considered that the classification numbers as published
under the 470 group in the manual would be sufficient to meet the
needs of most offices. In these offices, even if further subdivision is
considered necessary, an alphabetical or other descriptive subdivision
by type may be added after the existing classifications. Howéver, in
order to fulfill the needs of ordnance establishments requiring a more
minute decimal subdivision in this group, authority has been granted
the Ordnance Department to use the decimal subdivisions covering
various types of armament and ammunition as now provided for in
the Ordnance Department Supplement, which may be obtained from
that office upon request.

500 TRANSPORTATION.

This group comprises subjects pertaining to transportation of
persons or supplies, either by land, water, or air; tariff rates, trans-
portation accounts and contracts, Army transport services, and harbor
boat services. Particular concern will be given to the use of decimal
numbers in this class. When a communication pertains to transporta-
tion of a designated individual, it will be classified under 201. The
subject numbers under 510, transportation of persons, will be used
in connection with the procedure of transportation of classes of per-
sons, designated organizations, or the removal of groups from one
point to another. The alphabetical subdivisions, therefore, will be
the name of the class of persons, for example: 516 (Servants); the
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name of an Army organization, for example: 511 (1st Infantry
Regiment); or, the origin of movement, 511 (Fort Devens). In the
latter instance, the name of the point of origin of the movement is
used and a cross-index made to the point or points of destination. It
is understood that, if the correspondence is being filed in the office of
the post in which the move originates, the name of the point of desti-
nation would be used for the alphabetical subdivision.

Attention is invited to the decimal numbers under 541. In an
office activity concerned with the operation of Army transports, these
numbers may be followed by the name of the transport. Policies and
Precedents in connection with the transport of classes of persons on
Army transports may be classified 541.1, followed by the name of the
class of persons, for example: 541.1 (Indigent), 541.1 (Insane), etec.
In the same manner, 541.2 may be used, followed by the names of
classes of supplies, for example: 541.2 (Airplanes), 541.2 (Explosives),
ete.

In connection with the 551 series relating to tariff rates, equalization
agreements, etc., the decimal number may be used followed by the
name of a railroad and is particularly adapted for use in conjunction
with the name of a type or class of supply.

The process numbers .01 and .02 following 552 may be used in con-
junction with the specific breakdowns in order to designate transpor-
tation requests or bills of lading, for example: 552.3, lost, destroyed,
and misplaced ; 552.01, transportation requests; 552.31, lost, destroyed,
and misplaced transportation requests. \

Such classifications as 553.4, passenger transportation accounts;
554 .4, freight transportation accounts; 555, express accounts; 556.1,
demurrage accounts; 556.2, storage accounts of railroads; and 557,
accounts for shortage, breakage, ete., are followed by the name of a
ratlroad when the activity of the office with regard to railroad accounts
IS 80 great as to necessitate the designation.

The 600 class is similar to the 400 class in that the first part of

the classification is taken up with the different things and processes

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which may take place with regard to buildings and grounds, while
the latter part deals with specific kinds of buildings and grounds,
such as: Target ranges, barracks and quarters, post buildings, fac-
tories, shops, fortifications, plants and systems of various kinds.

When the communication deals with a specific type of building or
construction, it is preferable to use the numbers covered by the
classes 610, 620, 630, 650, 660, 670, and 680. When necessary, the
process numbers may be used in conjunction with the number desig-
nating the specific type of building or construction in the same manner
as is described with reference to the 400 series.

The numbers covering construction projects, including the acquisi-
tion of real property or land under 601, the disposition of real property
or land under 602, and the use or occupation of reservations under
680, are usually followed by the name of a geographical location,
Army post, etc., for example: A communication which has to do
with the building of a garage at Fort Meade will be classified 634
(Fort Meade). Policies, precedents, and procedures in connection
with these number classes may be classified by the subject number
and followed by the name of the type of building, for example: If
the subject is the type of garage which will be built at various Army
posts, it will be classified 634 (Garages).

broken down into projects and filed in the Geographical Division of
the files in accordance with the following example:

The 800 class is similar to the 400 and 600 classes in that the first
Part indicates processes and things which may occur to waterways,
ete., such as: Using, altering, clearing, etc.; while the second part of
the class deals with the specific type of artificial and natural divisions
OT structures in connection therewith.
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When the communication deals with a specific river, harbor, or
waterway project under the 813, 814, and 820 series, it is advisable
to use the number which designates the specific type of project.
When necessary to prevent congestion or to meet the particular needs
of an activity, the process numbers may be used in conjunction with
the number designating the specific type of project, for example:

825.1 (Albany) wharf at Albany

825.1-1 (Albany) construction of wharf at Albany

825.1-3 (Albany) repairs to wharf at Albany
The process numbers should not be used except in cases of congested
files, when segregation will facilitate service, and where there is a
necessity for further subdivision.
