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1. There is no limit to the number of phases a pilot may earn at any Level.

2. Most pilots will be satisfied by earning WINGS phases at the Basic Level;
however, some pilots may wish to demonstrate a higher level of proficiency by
earning phases at the Advanced or Master levels.

3. Toearn WINGS phases at the Advanced and Master Levels, a pilot must have a
“Current” phase of WINGS at the Basic Level. Reference to a “Current” phase of
WINGS means that phase was completed within the previous 12 calendar months.
