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Falcon Heritage Forum hits the road

Ten Air Force Academy cadets had the opportunity to 
walk through history with World War II veterans in the 
nation’s capital April 7-9, as part of the Falcon Heritage 
Forum.

The forum is hosted by the Center for Character and 
Leadership Development and historically provides cadets 
a chance to interact directly with veterans from various 
backgrounds.  For the first time ever, event organizers 
partnered with the Rocky Mountain Honor Flight, a lo-
cal organization that provides World War II veterans in 
the region an opportunity to visit the National World War 
II Memorial in Washington, to give 10 lucky cadets the 
chance to interact directly with 29 veterans from Ameri-
ca’s greatest generation.

“This is the first time we have done something like this 
for FHF,” said Capt Julie A. Mustian, Falcon Heritage 
Forum program director.  “In the past, the veterans came 
to the Academy and offered the Cadet Wing several short 
interactive sessions.  The 10 traveling cadets, although a 
smaller group than what FHF usually reaches, were im-
mersed in World War II history for three days, enabling 
each of them to form an emotional, intimate and lasting 
relationship with each other and the veterans.”

It was an incredibly humbling experience hearing the 
stories of those who fought in a war that we’ll never expe-
rience or come close to experiencing,” said Cadet 1st Class 

Megan Hoskins, Cadet Squadron 10. “Their bravery, 
courage, and own humbleness about their service was so 
inspiring and it was amazing to see how much of an im-
pact our mere presence had on them. It seemed as though 
we brought them to life, asking about their stories and 
providing them the opportunity to mold their future lead-
ers.  Not only did the veterans make us feel like superstars, 
but the manner in which RMHF executed the activities 
and the incredible welcomes and attention these veterans 
received from passers-by or from those who came out just 
to see them, makes me feel better about our population’s 
support for what the military stands for.” 

Along with the visit to the World War II memorial, ca-
dets and veterans also witnessed a changing of the guard 
at Arlington National Cemetery and visited the U.S. Navy 
Memorial - Lone Sailor Memorial, Seabee’s Memorial, 
Women’s Memorial, the Franklin D. Roosevelt Memo-
rial, the Lincoln Memorial, the Marine Corps Memorial 
- Iwo Jima Memorial, the Air Force Memorial, the Ko-
rean War Memorial, the Vietnam War Memorial, and the 
Washington Navy Yard.

“The trip turned out to be more than we could have 
imagined,” Capt Mustian said.  “With every turn, there 
was another unique surprise to honor the veterans.  Upon 
arrival at Baltimore Washington Airport we were wel-
comed on the taxi way by fire trucks with blazing sirens 
and spraying hoses - literally showering the plane with 
gratitude for the veterans and their service.  Cheers rang

Do you know the truth about yourself?

TRAVIS AIR FORCE BASE, Calif. — “The unexam-
ined life is not worth living” - Socrates

There is a risk associated with success and a great risk 
associated with great success. 

As you rise in rank, it’s easy to start believing you are 
smarter, better looking and less fallible, when a quick 
glance in a mirror would reveal the truth. Do you know 
the truth?

When my new first sergeant, an Army E-8, reported 
to duty to work for me when I was a combatant com-
mander headquarters commandant, I told him one of 
his jobs was to be a “truth teller.” As my senior rank-
ing enlisted member with an office next door, I expect-
ed him to come in, close the door and tell me when I 
had it all wrong. 

It didn’t take long before, at a meeting, without ask-
ing for opinions from my staff, I made an unnecessar-
ily hasty decision. After the meeting, my first sergeant 
followed me into my office and asked me, “Sir, what 
the heck are you thinking? That’s not going to work 
out like you think it is, sir.” He was right. I was wrong. 
And I was grateful he had the courage to close my door 
and speak his mind.

It takes an effort for leaders, and I’d argue more effort 
the more senior the leader, to build an environment 
where they can see a true reflection in their leadership 
mirror. I don’t have all the answers, but I have some 
really great questions, to help develop an accurate re-
flection of  yourself. 

Are you steady, calm, predictable and approachable? 
Do you accept good and bad news with equal enthu-
siasm, humor and bearing? If  your Airmen know they 
can bring you news, any news, and they don’t have 
to worry you’ll fly off  the handle, you’re on the right 
track. 

If  you are genuinely grateful when an Airman tells 
you something you don’t know, even if  it is painful to 

hear, Airmen will tell you things you need to know.
Can you name at least one fearless, honest broker you 

can count on to tell you when you are wrong, no matter 
what? When is the last time he or she told you that you 
just might be wrong? Have you ever changed your mind 
after having been advised that it’s not going to work 
out like you think it is?

Do you reward those with the courage to speak their 
mind and tell you what you need to hear, especially 
when it is not what you want to hear? 

Two quick stories come to mind. After a crowded ex-
ercise hot-wash, when a colonel asked how we would 
do on an upcoming deployment exercise, a young lieu-
tenant replied she thought we would do well if  we got 
on with the planning process more quickly. She wasn’t 
particularly diplomatic, but she was courageous and 
told us things we needed to hear and not what we want-
ed to hear. 

Late one night, while I was visiting our civil engineers 
as they worked in the cold, pouring rain on a potential-
ly dangerous power substation, I heard them talk about 
what they needed to do to restore power to hundreds of 
housing residents. They knew their leadership, me in-
cluded, wanted power back on. One of  them suggested 
with the current conditions, fatigued Airmen and other 
complications, we were better off  finishing the work 
after a little rest, in the light of  day and with no live 
wires nearby. It meant continued inconvenience, but it 
was the right advice. I coined both of  those truth-tellers 
and I hope the message is clear -- truth is truth, good or 
bad, and I want it raw and unvarnished.

Great danger awaits officers and senior noncommis-
sioned officers who rely only upon their own eyes to 
see. Be sure you surround yourself  with those who will 
share with you what they see. Even the Roman gener-
als on their triumphal parade had a servant who whis-
pered “Memento mori” in their ear. Remember thou 
art mortal (fallible), all glory and fame is fleeting, 
and, perhaps, you’re not as smart or as good looking 
as you think.

The Air Force Academy develops lead-
ers of character; and this week, one future 
leader was recognized for being the best in 
the state.

Cadet 1st Class Megan Hoskins was 
named Colorado Leadership Alliance Stu-
dent Leader of the Year by the Denver Met-
ro Chamber Leadership Foundation and 
the Boettcher Foundation. 

Cadet Hoskins, Cadet Squadron 10, will 
received the award at the 2011 CLA Lun-
cheon in Denver on Tuesday.  Each year this 
event brings together more than 700 busi-
ness and community leaders from across the 
state to recognize the collegiate leaders of 
the Colorado Leadership Alliance, in addi-
tion to raising funds for program support of 
the CLA.  

A graduate of Dallas’ prestigious Hocka-
day School, Cadet Hoskins is a leading 
member of the Academy’s Center for Char-
acter and Leadership Development’s CLA 
club.  After graduation, the economics ma-
jor with a French minor will train to be an 
intelligence officer at Goodfellow Air Force 
Base in San Angelo, Texas.

“It was definitely a huge surprise -- there 
are so many students in the CLA doing such 
phenomenal things in their communities, 
and for the world, so I feel like I’m joining 
ranks with some really incredible people and 
it’s a huge honor,” said Cadet Hoskins on re-
ceiving the award. 

“The real award for me, though, has been 
the privilege of working with the students 
I’ve met through the CLA and the Student 
Scholars Board,” Cadet Hoskins explained. 

“They’re an amazing group of people 
who truly are going to change the world, 
and I’m excited to see where we all end up 
in 10 years because the impact they’ll have 
will be pretty epic.” 

During this academic year, Cadet Hosk-
ins planned and executed the 4th Biennial 
Colorado Leadership Alliance Invitation-
al in October 2010, hosting 38 students at 
the Air Force Academy for a two-day sem-
inar on visionary leadership. She is plan-
ning to conduct a similar seminar for local 
high school students April 29-30.  

Further, she created a charity partnership 
among her classmates to help the homeless 
in Colorado Springs – rallying her squad-
ron mates to raise more than $4,000 in a 
donation drive. She has been recognized on 
the Academy’s Dean’s and Commandant’s 
list every semester of her cadet career, and 
she was hand-picked to lead more than 
3,000 students as summer cadet wing com-
mander, among other accomplishments.

“Cadet Hoskins is the most professional 
and competent cadet I have worked with in 
more than 10 years at the Academy,” said 
Major Sheilagh Carpenter, of the Com-
mandant of Cadets staff, who nominated 
Cadet Hoskins for the award. “In addition 
to completing all that is required of her as 
a cadet, she takes on extra projects and op-
portunities to further her own and others’ 
professional development.

Upon their arriv-
al at the Denver airport, cadets 
and veterans received heroes’ 
welcomes.

“We were welcomed home by 
200+ Americans waiting to of-
fer a true homecoming to the 
generation that never had one,” 
Capt. Mustian said.  “The Cadet 
Drum and Bugle Corps along 
with bagpipers serenaded the 
veterans as people flooded the 
terminal waving flags and signs 
to say ‘thank you’ to some of 
America’s finest.  It truly was a 
sight to see.”   

Kevin Conroy, an Air Force 
Academy contractor, was an es-
cort for the trip, and was very 
impressed with the interaction 
he saw.

“The cadets experienced in 
three days something on the 
emotional and spiritual level 
of the history and lives of our 
American heroes, our greatest 
generation ever,” Mr. Conroy 
said.   The veterans seemed quite 
comfortable in handing the torch 
of what they once guarded to 

our Cadets.  That, to me, makes 
me proud to a part of this insti-
tution.” 

  Now that they’ve returned to 
the Academy, the cadets have 
been charged with showcasing 
their experiences to the Cadet 
Wing on April 27-28 in Arnold 
Hall.  Participating cadets, vet-
erans, and RMHF members will 
be in attendance.  The Showcase 
event will premiere the trip video 
and offer a question and answer 
session.  

“Hanging out with a group of 
people that were alive in a time 
where thecountry as a whole 
came together was very moti-
vating,” said Cadet 2nd Class 
Matthew Clinard, from Cadet 
Squadron 8.  “I hope that we 
can inspire the Cadet Wing to 
remember that we are here to 
serve our country and some-
thing bigger than ourselves, but 
also to go out and give back to 
the American people because so 
many need help and support.”

He has 
been on the Dean’s List three times and 
was on the Superintendent’s List in 2007 

for excellence in aca-
demics, military and 
athletics. In 2010, he 
was selected to travel 
to Washington D.C., 
in the Cadet Summer 
Research Program. 
Lamoureux worked 
in the Pentagon, re-
searching and analyz-
ing data that pertains 
to combat effective-
ness and deployments. 
Lamoureux has visited 
numerous schools in 
the Colorado Springs 
area, reading to young-
sters, demonstrating 
the sport of  hockey 
and talking about the 
importance of  educa-
tion and teamwork. 

“Jacques Lamoureux 
stands for everything 
the Lowe’s Senior 

CLASS Award represents,” head coach 
Frank Serratore said. “He is an outstand-
ing student, a tremendous leader and a 
highly decorated player. I am both proud 
and happy for Jacques as he is a very de-
serving and worthy recipient.”

This season, Lamoureux led Air Force 
to its fourth Atlantic Hockey Association 
title in five years and the fourth NCAA 
appearance in school history. He earned 
second-team all-league honors this season 
as he scored 24 goals and had 44 points. 
He leads the nation with 13 power-play 
goals this season. The senior was also 
named the MVP of the AHA Tournament 
this season.

In the individual event finals, 
Air Force’s senior team captain 
tied with Cornell’s Melanie Jor-
gansen for the USAG national 
title, as the pair scored match-
ing marks of 9.800. That score 
was the second-highest total of 
Dutton’s career, coming only 
behind her career-best 9.825 
that she set against Bridgeport 
in mid-February and again 
during the team qualifier on 
Friday. 

Dutton is the sixth Falcon to 
earn a USAG national title, 
joining Kimberly Broughton 
(all-around; 2000, 2000), Beth-
any Stott (balance beam; 2001), 
Jennifer Dougherty (vault, all-
around; 2002), Allison Todd 

(balance beam; 2002, 2003) 
and Jessa Liegl (balance beam; 
2004). 

Dutton also placed eighth 
on both the vault and balance 
beam during the event finals. 
She averaged a two-vault, four-
judge score of 9.712, while 
posting a 9.425 on the balance 
beam. 

Air Force also earned a 
USAG All-America citation 
from freshman Jessica Hanner, 
who placed sixth on the balance 
beam with a score of 9.600. She 
is just the second Falcon since 
Leigl won the 2004 title to earn 
a top-six finish on the beam. 

The Falcons had three other 
gymnasts that competed in the 
individual event finals. Fresh-
man Emily Bucher scored a 
9.200 to place ninth on the bal-
ance beam, while classmate Jen 
Larsen placed 10th on the vault 
(9.425) and 12th on the floor 
exercise (9.650). Junior Saman-
tha Jones finished 11th on both 
the vault (9.337) and floor exer-
cise (9.675). w
