· April 1, 2010: Census Day, the official day of the population count. All                2010 Census responses should represent the household as it exists on this day.

· May – July 2010: Census workers will visit households that do not mail back their forms to take a count in person.

· Dec. 31, 2010: Census Bureau presents the 2010 apportionment counts to the President of the United States.

· March 2011: Census Bureau completes delivery of redistricting data to states.
