Promoting the 2010 Census Through Public Service Announcements

Radio public service announcements (PSA) are free, non-commercial radio spots designed to inform the community about important issues or programs. As a leader of a faith-based organization, leverage your stature as a trusted community figure and work with your staff to contact station directors at faith-based radio stations to discuss stations’ individual PSA recording and airing policy.
