The 2010 Census is Almost Here

The census is a count of everyone in the United States, both citizens and noncitizens, regardless of immigration status. Conducted every 10 years – as required by the U.S. Constitution – census data help determine how more than $400 billion in annual federal funding is distributed to state, local and tribal governments, and how the U.S. House of Representatives is apportioned. By law, the Census Bureau cannot share your answers with anyone, including other government agencies. All Census Bureau employees take the oath of nondisclosure and are sworn for life to 

protect the confidentiality of the data. The penalty for unlawful disclosure is a fine of up to $250,000 or imprisonment of up to five years, or both.  
Census forms will be delivered or mailed to households in March 2010; households should complete and mail back their forms upon receipt. Bilingual forms in English and Spanish will be available to households where Spanish is more predominant. A Spanish form also is available upon request.

Every year, the federal government distributes more than $400 billion to state, local and tribal governments based on census data. This is money that could go toward developing new and improved services in our community and building new schools, roads and hospitals. 

Census data also inform other decisions that affect Latinos, such as where to establish English as Second Language (ESL) programs, health services, and even where to build ethnic grocery stores and restaurants. 

In addition, census data play an important role in the redistricting of city, state and federal voting districts, and determine the number of seats each state will have in the U.S. House of Representatives. 

By law, the Census Bureau cannot share your answers with anyone, including other government agencies. For these and many other reasons, your participation in the census is vital to the Latino community. Please complete your form and encourage your family, friends and neighbors to do the same.

2010 Census: Easy, Important and Safe

Complete and return your 2010 Census form today. One of the shortest census forms in history, the 2010 Census form asks 10 questions and takes about 10 minutes to complete. Everyone in the United States must be counted. This includes people of all ages, races, ethnic groups, citizens and noncitizens, regardless of immigration status. Households are asked to provide key demographic information, including ownership status of a residence; the address of the residence; and the names, genders, ages and races of others living in the household.

Remember, by law, the Census Bureau cannot share your answers with anyone, including other government agencies. All Census Bureau employees take the oath of nondisclosure and are sworn for life to protect the confidentiality of the data. The penalty for unlawful disclosure is a fine of up to $250,000 or imprisonment of up to five years, or both.
