As required by Title 10 of the United States Code (USC)—Armed

Forces (10 USC §2706(b)), the Department of Defense (DoD) must

submit an Annual Report to Congress each fiscal year that documents

the activities and expenditures of the Defense Environmental Quality

(EQ) Program.  This Annual Report is the primary published data

source and documentation of the EQ Program—it justifies DoD’s

annual environmental quality funding requirements to Congress.

Printing is minimal; the reports are produced in black and white, and

distribution is limited to select Members of Congress, Office of the

Secretary of Defense personnel, and Component Headquarters.  The

following table crosswalks each section of the EQ Annual Report to

Congress to the statutory requirement it fulfills.  In addition to Title
