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PRELIMINARY SUMMARY FOR FEBRUARY

The volume of business operations in the country
as a whole in the first weeks of February, as reflected
by the available indicators, continued somewhat
irregular, and was on a lower plane than reported for
the corresponding period last year. The value of new
building contracts, data on which are now issued only
every two weeks, increased slightly over the previous
period and was slightly higher than for the correspond-
ing period in 1930. The activity of steel plants con-
tinued to show gains and was among the most encourag-
ing of all current industrial and business indicators.
The automobile industry was an important source of

were below the level of February, 1930. Interest
rates at the middle of February on time money were
higher than at the close of January, while rates on
call money remained stationary. Both rates, how-
ever, were materially lower than during a like period
in 1930 or 1929. New capital issues continued on a
fow level and during the first two weeks of February
represented almost entirely municipal flotations. New
corporation financing remained comparatively inactive.
Bond
prices as a whole were irregular, but were above the
level for the corresponding period in 1930 and 1929.

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demand for steel products, but difficulties in financing
seem to have delayed the placing of orders in pipe-line
requirements and in fabricated structural steel. Opera-
tions were still materially under the same time in the
year previous.

Wholesale prices of commodities, as measured by
Fisher’s index, continued to decline, constituting one
of the most discouraging features of the current situa-
tion. Prices were considerably under those prevalent
during a similar four weeks last year. Prices of wheat
remained steady during the first weeks of February, but
were considerably under those of a like period last year.

Loans and discounts of Federal reserve member
banks declined slightly from the January level, and

Stock prices continued to rise from the January levels,
reaching during the first two weeks of February a
point over 20 per cent above the December low.

Brokers’ loans rose slightly during the opening weeks
of February, but were materially under those of 1930.
The Federal reserve ratio continued to increase frac-
tionally each week and was considerably higher than
during February, 1930.

Freight-car loadings continued on a low level during
February, being about on the same level as during
January but materially under the weekly average for
February, 1930. Lumber production rose during the
first part of February in response to increased orders,
but was materially under February of last year.
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BUSINESS CONDITIONS IN JANUARY

General industrial production in January, according
to the weighted index of the Federal Reserve Board,
showed a normal increase during January from Decem-
ber, but was still on a plane 21.2 per cent under Janu-
ary, 1930. The output of manufactured commodities
over that of December was of about normal propor-
tions, after adjustments are made for seasonal varia-
tion, but was some 22.3 per cent under the output of
January of last year. In manufacturing greater than
the normal seasonal increase was registered by the iron
and steel industry, food products, and the stone, clay,
and glass industry. Less than the normal seasonal

The number of wage earners employed in factories
was smaller than in the preceding month. The leather
industry is the only group reporting an increased num-
ber of employees. The greatest decrease in number
of employees in respect to December employment was
registered by the tobacco manufacturing group with
11.2 per cent.

Distribution as indicated by freight-car loadings
was about the same as during December. Usually
some increase in car-loadings is witnessed during the
December-January period. Retail trade as indicated
by department store sales increased more than usual

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increase between December and January was registered
by the following industries: Textiles, automobiles,
nonferrous metals, and tobacco manufactures. The
increase in operations of the leather and the shoe
industry was of about normal proportion for this
season of the year. The greatest increase after sea-
sonal adjustments are made was registered by the iron
and steel industry, and automobile manufactures
showed the largest decrease. All manufacturing
groups, however, were operating on a plane materially
under that of January, 1930.

In the output of minerals, all groups, with the
exception of anthracite coal, declined from both the
preceding period and the month of January, 1930.

for this season of the year. Sales were still some 8 per
cent under those of January, 1930.

Wholesale prices of all commodities and retail prices
of food, as compiled by the Department of Labor, con-
tinued the downward trend in January. The decline
in wholesale prices from December to January was 1.8
per cent; and from January, 1930, to January, 1931,
the decline amounted to 17.6 per cent. All commodity
groups showed a decrease from December to January.
Raw material prices dropped 1.8 per cent; semimanu-
factured articles, 1.2 per cent; finished products, 1.7
per cent; nonagricultural commodities, 1.5 per cent;
and all commodities less farm products and foods, 1.5
per cent.

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REVIEW OF PRINCIPAL BRANCHES OF INDUSTRY AND COMMERCE

TEXTILES

Activity in the textiles industry during January, as
measured by the consumption of electrical energy for
power purposes, was 3.8 per cent under that recorded
during December, 23.2 per cent under that of January,
1930, and 33.2 per cent under that of January, 1929.

Production of cotton textiles increased during Janu-
ary in respect to December and was also in excess of
the November production. The January production,
however, was 17.5 per cent under that of January,
1930, and was also under production in January, 1929.
New orders, shipments, and unfilled orders at the end

hand at the close of January, 1930, and 3,169,452
bales, or 49.7 per cent, over those of January, 1929,
Consumption of raw cotton by textile mills during
January was 21.2 per cent under that of January,
1930, and 32 per cent under the figure for 1929,
Spindle activity in the cotton industry was about 7.5
per cent over that in December, and 22.2 per cent
under that in January of the year previous.

The consumption of silk during January increased by
486 bales, or by 0.9 per cent from December. This
consumption of silk was 3.1 per cent under that re-
ported for January, 1930. Stocks of silk in the ware-

of January were all materially under the figures for
these items recorded for the corresponding period in
1930 and 1929. Stocks of cotton textiles at the close of
January were slightly under the figure reported at the
close of December, and were materially under the
stocks on hand at the close of January, 1930 and 1929.

Receipts of raw cotton during January totaled
729,256 bales, a drop of 897,444 bales from the total
December receipts. This is a smaller decrease than
was witnessed during a similar period in 1930 and 1929.
The total January receipts of cotton were 107,741
bales under receipts reported for January, 1930, and
were 396,959 bales under the receipts during January,
1929. Stocks of raw cotton at the end of January were

2,322,405 bales, or 32.2 per cent above the stocks on

houses at the close of January were 6,616 bales, or 11.7
per cent under the stocks on hand at the close of De-
cember. These stocks were also 32.2 per cent under
those at the close of January, 1930.

Total wool receipts at Boston showed a decrease of
6.6 per cent from the December receipts, and were 31.7
per cent under those of January, 1930. Receipts of
domestic wool were under those of January, 1930, and
receipts of foreign wool were also under the receipts of
last year.

METALS

No shipments of iron ore from the mines were re-
corded during January from the upper Lake ports.
This is a normal seasonal condition. Stocks of iron ore
at the close of January were 5.7 per cent under the
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stocks at the close of December, but were 9.4 per cent
over those at the close of January, 1930. The con-
sumption of iron ore by furnaces totaled 2,350,000
long tons, against 2,339,000 long tons in December, and
4,101,000 long tons in January, 1930.

Pig-iron production during January witnessed an
increase in comparison with the December production,
whereas last year a slight reduction was recorded for
the same period. The total production of 1,714,000
long tons during January was 3.1 per cent over that of
December, but was 39.3 per cent under January pro-
duction in 1930.

Copper production declined 1.9 per cent from the
December output, and was 29.6 per cent under that of
January, 1930. Domestic shipments of refined copper
decreased by 9,645 short tons from December, and were
9,723 short tons under those of the previous year.
Stocks of refined copper in North and South America
decreased slightly from the previous month but were
78.8 per cent above the stocks at the close of January,
1930. Zinc production was under that of December
and of January, 1930.

Domestic receipts of gold at the mint decreased dur-
ing January, being 14 per cent under the December

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The output of steel ingots registered an increase of
23.7 per cent with respect to December, but was 34.4
per cent under January, 1930. The ratio of total steel
ingot production to capacity declined to 46 per cent
during January, as against 70 per cent for January,
1930.

Steel furnaces in blast at the end of the month
totaled 102, with a capacity of 57,365 long tons per
day. At the close of January, 1930, 172 furnaces were
in blast, with a total capacity of 96,370 long tons per
day.

Unfilled orders of the United States Steel Corpora-
tion at the close of January showed an increase of 4.7
per cent in orders placed during January as compared
with the previous month, but were 7.4 per cent below
the level of orders for January of the previous year.

January, 1930. Anthracite production increased dur-
ing January, being 1.1 per cent above the output of
December, but was 12.4 per cent under that of Janu-
ary, 1930.
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Production of beehive coke in the United States
decreased by 4.7 per cent during January in respect to
December, and the January production was about 50.8
per cent of that reported for January, 1930.

AUTOMOBILES AND RUBBER

Automobile production showed an upward trend of a
seasonal nature during January. Total production
during January was 171,903 cars, or 10.3 per cent
above the December output, but was 37.1 per cent
under the production in January, 1930. Output of
passenger cars was 40.6 per cent under that of January,

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HIDES AND LEATHER

The production of hides, as shown by the number of
cattle and sheep slaughtered under Federal inspection,
decreased during January. Production of cattle skins
was less than in January, 1930, while the number of
sheepskins exceeded the year previous by 8.1 per cent.
In Canada decreases were recorded in respect to De-
cember, but production during the current January
exceeded that of January last year. Wholesale prices
of hides decreased during January as compared with
December, and were 41.8 per cent under those of
January, 1930. The price of sole leather was 4.8 per
cent under that of December, and was 24.1 per cent
under the price quoted during January of the year

1930. Compared with the year previous the amount
of floor space involved in the total contracts for Janu-
ary decreased by 25.1 per cent, and the same item for
industrial buildings dropped 55.6 per cent. The value
of contracts awarded for residential construction de-
creased 23.3 per cent in respect to December, and was
18.3 per cent under that of 1930.

Construction costs increased slightly during the
month but were still about 4.7 per cent under those for
the corresponding period in 1930.

FOODSTUFFS

The visible supply of wheat, as well as receipts at
the principal centers, increased slightly from the pre-
ceding month, and both items exceeded the figures re-
corded during January, 1930. Shipments of wheat
were 8.9 per cent under those of December and 3.2
per cent under those of January, 1930. The visible
supply of corn was greater than in December, and was
7.8 per cent over that of January, 1930. Corn receipts
were under receipts of both prior periods. Shipments
of corn rose during January, but were 23.3 per cent

Receipts, shipments, and local slaughter of cattle
and calves decreased from the month of December and
were under those of January, 1930. The production
of Federally inspected beef and veal declined from
December, Cold-storage holdings of these products
at the end of January decreased by 3.8 per cent from
those of the previous month, and were 26.8 per cent
under those of the year previous. The apparent con-
sumption of beef during the month was under that of
both previous periods.

Stocks of sugar at the end of January, on the other
hand, were greater than at the close of January, 1930.
The visible supply of coffee at the close of January
was greater than at the close of the month previous.
Receipts of coffee in Brazil were greater than for both
previous periods, and the clearances from Brazil were
also greater than for the two previous periods. Price
of Rio No. 7 declined during the month and was 34.0
per cent under that of 1930. The price of tea remained
the same as during November and December, but was
24.9 per cent under the price of January, 1930.

Wholesale prices of western dressed steers in New
York and fresh native steers in Chicago remained the
same as in December, but were materially under
prices in January, 1930.

Cold-storage holdings of butter showed a loss of
26.2 per cent from those at the close of December, and
were 22.3 per cent smaller than holdings of the year
previous. The amount of cheese held in cold storage
also decreased from the December holdings, but was
practically the same as reported at the close of January,
1930. Shipments of refined sugar from two ports
during January increased over December, but were
29.2 per cent less than those reported for January, 1930.

TRANSPORTATION

Transportation on inland waterways and canals
reflected seasonal conditions and was under the level
recorded during December. The Cape Cod Canal
reported an increased volume of traffic as compared
with December, but the traffic in other principal
canals in the northern climates was entirely at a stand-



still. Freight-car loadings by the railroads, as a whole,
were greater than during December, but were 17.7
per cent under the total loadings reported for January,
1930. Carload shipments of grain and grain products
as compared with December gained 36.8 per cent,
livestock 32.0 per cent, coal and coke 28.0 per cent,
forest products 29.5 per cent, ore 14.3 per cent, mer-
chandise (less than carload shipments) 21.6 per cent,
and miscellaneous commodities 24.4 per cent. None
of the commodity groupings exceeded the loadings
reported for January, 1930. Shipments of locomotives
declined to 16 in number as against 49 in January,
1930. Shipments of new freight cars increased over
December, but were only 10.4 per cent of the shipments
for January, 1930.

BANKING AND FINANCING

Bank debits outside New York City were 5.9 per
cent lower than those of the previous month and 15.4
per cent lower than for the corresponding period of
the previous year. Total loans and discounts by
Federal reserve member banks at the close of January
showed a slight decrease from December, and were 5.5
per cent under the figure reported for January, 1930.
The value of new life insurance written during January
registered a decline of 20.1 per cent from the preceding
period, and was 10.7 per cent under that of the previous
year. Total dividends and payments paid by corpora-
tions during January exceeded those of December and
were of approximately the same amount as reported
for January, 1930.

More business firms failed during January than
during the previous month, and the liabilities of such
firms were also greater than for the month previous.
The number of business failures was materially greater
and the liabilities were far greater than those of a year
ago. Prices of representative stocks were slightly higher

14

than in December but materially under a year ago.
Bond prices showed substantial gains over comparative
periods.

Brokers’ loans at the end of the month were smaller
than at the end of both the month of December and
the preceding year. Interest rates on call-loan renewals
showed a decrease from the December rate, and rates
on 60 to 90 day commercial paper also declined during
the month. Both rates were considerably lower than a
year ago.

GOLD, SILVER, AND FOREIGN EXCHANGE

Gold receipts at the United States mint were sub-
stantially less than for December, but exceeded those
reported for January, 1930. Gold exports were slightly
over those of December but were materially under such
exports for January, 1930. Imports of gold, however,
were slightly larger than in the preceding period, and
were materially greater than those of January, 1930.
Silver production in the United States during January
registered a slight reduction from the preceding De-
cember and was substantially under the 1930 produc~
tion. Canadian production of the metal also showed a
slight loss from that of December, but exceeded the
production of January, 1930. Gains were noted in both
exports and imports of silver during January, but both
were below the levels of the corresponding month of
1930.

Foreign exchange quotations in general showed little
change from December, there being slight declines in
rates in England, Belgium, Netherlands, Japan, Can-
ada, and Brazil. Argentine exchange rates witnessed
the largest drop. No country witnessed an increase in
exchange rates as compared with those of December.
Rates in Japan and Canada increased as compared with
a year ago, while rates in England, Sweden, India,
Argentina, and Brazil declined.
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INDEXES OF BUSINESS

The index numbers presented in this table are designed to show the trend in production, prices, trade,
ete., by commodities or groups. They consist in general of weighted combinations of series of individual relative
numbers; often the individual relative numbers are also given. All of the index numbers, except where noted,
are based on the average of the years 1923 to 1925, while maxima and minima are given only since 1923, thus
eliminating the abnormal period prior to 1923. Complete descriptions and figures for earlier years may be found
