HQ DRO issued a new policy that is effective immediately.

During their duties, FCADC Officers may encounter aliens who either claim to be a US citizen or are
unsure of their own citizenship.

We (both FCSO and DRO) must establish reason to believe the individual is an alien in violation of
law to process them for removal proceedings.

In addition, DRO Officers must fully investigate all claims to US citizenship immediately upon
learning of such an assertion.

Upon learning that an alien is claiming to be a US citizen, the Field Office Director must be notified,
through chain of command [287(g) Supervisor].

The claim will be appropriately investigated, including:
« An interview and sworn statement by either

1. Supervisory Immigration Enforcement Agent (SIEA)
2. Deportation Officer.

o Vital records searches, family interviews and other appropriate investigative techniques
« The Office of the Chief Counsel (litigation unit) will be consulted by DRO officers

This will result in a determination on whether to commence removal proceedings, prior to the alien
coming into ICE custody if possible.

FCADC staff can handle most everything in these situations except the sworn statement / interview of
the alien, and dealing with Baltimore litigation unit.

We will make a case-by-case determination of which DRO staff would conduct the interview. In most
situations it may be most convenient for me to conduct the interview.

« Aliens encountered by Law Enforcement Agencies who have only an immigration-related hit,
and are not pending local criminal charges, are processed by Deportation Officers based in
Baltimore. | asked if there was any exception to this policy since we have the FCADC ICE Unit;
however there are no exceptions as per Baltimore DRO management. The LEAs work directly
with the LESC and Baltimore Deportation Officers; and the aliens must be picked up by
Baltimore on the detainer within 48 hours.

» The FCADC ICE Unit should fully process absconders only in those cases which are booked
into FCADC on local charges by other LEAs, and are shown through your booking process &
checks to be absconders.

» For these prisoners booked on local criminal charges - when an ICE immigration "hit" is
generated during checks and the LESC is contacted by FCADC ICE Unit or Central Booking,
the hit can be confirmed and either an LESC or FCADC ICE Unit detainer can be used. 287(g)
processing then continues as normal.

SILVER SPRING--The state's largest immigrants' rights group has filed suit against the
Frederick County Sheriff's office, alleging the office will not release information on its
participation in the controversial 287(g) program.

CASA de Maryland filed suit Tuesday in Montgomery County Circuit Court, requesting the
immediate release of information regarding the county's relationship with the Bureau of
Immigration and Customs Enforcement, which oversees the 287(g) program.

The program allows county officers to bring federal charges against illegal immigrants
arrested for felonies. CASA has repeatedly expressed concern that the program would lead
to racial profiling, and have accused Frederick County officers of the practice.

Could we get this technology at our jail?

All Dallas County Jail inmates will have their fingerprints run through a massive federal database to identify immigrants who can be
deported.

The jail, one of only seven nationwide to participéte in the Secure Communities program, began running fingerprints through the
immigration database Wednesday.

Last month, Harris County joined the program, which is run by U.S. Immigration and Customs Enforcement. Harris and Dallas are the
only participating Texas counties. North Carolina has four counties taking part, and Massachusetts has one.

ICE wants to offer the Secure Communities program in every state by spring.

The new database link automatically checks the criminal and immigration history of all Dallas County Jail inmates, said
ICE assistant field office director in Dallas.

The database contains 90 million names, including those of immigrants who have been arrested before and those who have been
deported. Also listed in the database are would-be immigrants who have had their visa applications rejected.

The Secure Communities program also searches for legal immigrants who became eligible for deportation because they were convicted
of certain crimes.

The program is the latest development in the federal government's increasing number of deportations. Many of them have come from

the Criminal Alien Program, or CAP, in which ICE checks the backgrounds of inmates suspected by local jail officials of being illegal
immigrants.

The Irving and Farmers Branch jails have implemented the Criminal Alien Program.

ICE spokesman Carl Rusnok said Secure Communities is "like CAP on steroids" because it does a background check on every inmate
and taps into such a massive database.

ICE officials will continue to put the highest priority on immigrants who have committed crimes, especially serious crimes, Campos said.
lllegal immigrants arrested for minor crimes will have the least priority, but'all illegal immigrants identified in local jails are being
deported, he said.

Kim Leach, spokeswoman for the Dallas County Sheriffs Department, said the new initiative grew out of [CE having a full-time officer
working in the Dallas County Jail, looking for deportable immigrants, since 2006. :
