The Red, White & Blue
Golf Tournament
Format

The Game Format: SCRAMBLE

We will be playing a four person Scramble format. The difference between a Scramble and Best Ball
Format is provided at the bottom of this page.

Members of each team (Player A, Player B, Player C, Player D) tee off at every hole.

The players determine which ball provides the best lie for the next shot. Once the best position of the
tee shots is selected, all players will play their second shot from that spot. Again, the best position of all
second shots is determined, and all players will then play their third from that spot, and so on until the
ball is holed. The ball may be moved within one club length of the selected best shot, provided the lie is
not improved (it is not closer, nor moved from rough to fairway; it can be moved from behind an
obstruction, however).

The scorekeeper for each foursome will keep track of the official team score as well as the use of
mulligans.

3 Putt Limit

We will be using a three putt limit during the round. If no one holes out after the second putt the ball is
picked up and one stroke added to your team score. Mulligans may be used on putting strokes but only
by the player holding the mulligan.

Mulligans — 2 Maximum per player

Mulligans are essentially a "do-over." Only the player making the bad shot may use a mulligan and
replay their shot.

Mulligans are sale for KRW 20,000 or $20 each prior to the start of the game, with a maximum of two
per person for the entire round. Unused mulligans may not be deducted from your team’s final score.
For those who want to win the tournament, purchasing mulligans for your entire team (total 8 mulligans)
is essential!

Military Cup

Teams playing in the Military Cup Competition will use the same rules of play as all other groups except
that no mulligans will be allowed.

Scramble versus Best Ball: The GolfExpert.com definition: A 'best ball tournament' and a 'scramble’' are
*not* the same thing. The difference is as follows: In the "scramble" format the players decide after each
shot which is the best shot (sometimes confusingly called the "best ball"), and every player plays his or
her next shot from that spot. In "best ball" formats, each player plays their own ball throughout each
hole, but the team's score for the round is the total of the lowest scores shot by a team member on each
hole.
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
