Midwest ISO (MISO) (established 2002) administers a two-settlement (day ahead and real-time) energy market known
as the Day-2 market. It produces hourly locational marginal prices that are rolled up into 5 regional hub prices. MISO
also administers a monthly financial transmission rights (FTR) allocation and auction.

Midwest bilateral trading is active on the IntercontinentalExchange (ICE) at the Cinergy Hub and Northern lllinois Hub.

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Interconnections/Seams

Since the start of the Day-2 market on April 1, 2005, persistent transmission constraints in the Wisconsin and the
Upper Peninsula of Michigan (WUMS) and Minnesota areas have caused their prices to diverge from other areas of
MISO, usually at times of high loads or decreased generation supply.
