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Measure Types

ACCESS: Attainment of timely and appropriate healthcare

COMPOSITE: Combination of two+ individual measures into
single measure with single score result

EFFICIENCY: Cost of care associated with a specified level
of quality of care

OUTCOME: Achieving a particular state of health

Trended: Tracking Outcome A over time

PATIENT EXPERIENCE: Patient’s observations of and
participation in healthcare

PROCESS: Clinical process which leads to a certain
outcome

RESOURCE USE: Broadly applicable health services
counts (e.g. time, dollars) applied to patient event

STRUCTURAL: Organization or clinician capacity to provide
healthcare
