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Falls accounted for about 14 percent 
of fatal work injuries in 2006. 

Of the 827 fatal falls that year, 
nearly 2 in 5 involved falls from 
roofs or ladders.

Falls from scaffolds and staging, 
falls from nonmoving vehicles, 
and falls on the same level each 
accounted for about one-tenth of 
fatal falls.
