The first data on veterans published by the U.S. government were
collected in the census of 1840.

Veteran status questions have been asked in every decennial census
since 1910, with the exception of 1920.

In 1960 and 1970, the veteran status questions were asked of all
males 14 years and older.

Starting in 1980, the veteran status guestions were asked of all
individuals 15 years and older.
